1. If you do not have a Kindle Fire, you must use your computer or 

smartphone to browse for and checkout books. Do not use the experi-

mental browser on the black and white Kindles. 

 

2. In your web browser, open www.cadl.org/downloads. 

 

3. Scroll down the page, select either MCLS OverDrive Catalog or MCLS 

OverDrive for Kids.  

 

4. The MCLS OverDrive Library will open. Type 

in or select Capital Area District Library 

from the list of libraries.  

 

5. Sign In with your library card number. Enter your complete library card number and select Sign In.  Select Remem-
ber my login information on this device if you want this information saved for future use. 

 
6. Browse for a book by pressing the menu button or 

search for a specific title or author by pressing the 
magnifying glass and typing in your search in the box 
to the left.  
¶ OverDrive has some icons that you may want 

to be familiar with.  

a.       — titles that CADL has bought specifically for CADL, not MCLS, patrons. 
b. Black open book—available eBook.  
c. Gray open book—eBook that you’ll have to place a hold on.  
d. Black headphones– available audiobook.  
e. Gray headphones—audiobook that you’ll have to place a hold on.

7. Check if the book you’ve found is available to read 

as a Kindle Book by selecting the cover. If one of 

the Available Formats on the right hand side says 

Kindle Book, select Borrow.  Not all books are 

available as Kindle Books at this time. 

¶ If the book is not available, there will be a 

button that says Place a Hold. If you enter 

your email address after selecting Place a 

Hold, you will receive an email when the 

book is available. OverDrive then gives you 

72 hours to borrow the book on hold. 

8. When you select Borrow, you will be sent to your bookshelf. To download the item, 
press download and select Kindle Book. Press Confirm & Download.  

¶ The title can be borrowed up to 21 days. You can change that  time period 
before you press Borrow. 

¶ If a title is available to renew, the option will become available within 3 

days of expiration. 

¶ You will NOT have overdue fines from an eBook. 

 

1. Amazon.com will open in a new window or tab. Se-

lect Get library book.  

¶ If you are not logged in, you will be prompted 

to do so.  

¶ Choose to Deliver to the appropriate device 

(John Doe’s 2nd Kindle) and select Continue.  

2. The  Kindle Book will be sent to your device the next 

time it’s connected to a wireless network. If it doesn’t 

appear on your device, open the drop down menu on your device and select Sync.  

¶ Library books cannot be delivered via Kindle’s 3G connection, they must be 

delivered either wirelessly or through a USB connection.  

¶ If your Kindle is not Wi-Fi capable or you do not have an active Wi-Fi connection, see 

www.amazon.com/kindletransfer for directions to transfer files via USB.  

Open Amazon.com in your web browser. Sign in, if you have not already. Click on Hello, ¸ƻǳǊ 

bŀƳŜ Your Account. Then select Manage Your Kindle. Click on the book you would like to delete. 

Select                     above the title’s listing. Select Return this book.  
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
