The following is a verbatim oopy of 

a ooutraot that many of our old citizens 
will remember to have been drawn 
about iSSye^ ago: • 

'. ARTICLES of agreement made and 
entered into this tenth day of March, 
A. D., 1840, between David Blain of 
the lint part, and Amos E. Steele, 
Wm. H. Horton and Jas. Turner, a 
board of directors for the lyoeum of 
Ingham county, of the second part, 
all of Mason. Ingham county, Mich., 
witnesseth that the said party of the 
first part, for and in consideration of 
the sums mentioned hereinafter, has 
this day contracted, and by these pres­
ents does contract With the said parties 
of the second part, and agree to lay the 
foundation, put up and enclose a lycc-
um building, to be set on the south­
west corner of lot No. 9 in block No. 
8, in the village of Mason, of- the 
following dimensions, and to be en­
closed In the manner hereinafter set 
forth, to wit: The said building to be 
twenty feet wide and thirty-flve feet 
long, and ten feet and three inches 
high between the bottom of the beams 
and the top of the sills. The founda­
tion of the said building is to bo of 
stone, and two feet high from the bot­
tom, one foot in lieighth to be laid 
without inorter, and banked up witli 
earth where it is not settled below the 
surface, tiie other foot in helghth to be 
laid in Ihne morter and faced. The 
frame of said building to be compased 
of four bents of posts and beams, the 
posts to be live by eight Inches, and 
the beams to beelijIitinchcHsriuare, the 
studs whiuh come against the doors 
and Aviiulows to be four by five inches, 
and all otliers two by Ave inches and 
not over fourteen inches apart. The 
joists for the ceiling overhead to bo 
two by seven Inches, and . jointed 
straigliton the lower edge, ancr to be 
not over eighteen Indies apart. The 
joists for the floor, to be two by eight 
inches, and not over sixteen inches 
apart. The main plates to be thirty-
five feet long, to project over the front 
posts five feet, for a portico, and there 
is to be one short plate, twenty feet 
long, running across the front (soUtli 
end) and framed into tho projecting 
ends of the long plates, all three of the 
plates to be sixljy eight Inches. There 
IS to be five short sills and two lung 
ones. The short ones to be twenty feet 
long and placed as follows : The front 
one to be seven Inches lower than the 
other four, and placed four feet and 
four Inches from the next one, which 
with the other three, are to be placed 
at equal distances across the building. 
The long sills are to be thirty feet loug, 
with a short piece at the front end and 
parallel with each, five feet In length, 
and placed as low and framed into tlic 
south short sill, as also another five 
foot piece of tlie same size placed par­
allel with the long sills in thecentre of 
the front, and framed Into the front 
sill in the same manner as those at the 
ends of the long sills, the joists for the 
portico are to be framed into the five 
foot pieces above named, so as to run 
crosswise the building. All the sills 
are to be eight inches square. The 
roof Is to be covered with oak shingles 
not over fifteen inches long, and laid 
not over four and a half inches to the 
weatlier. Tlie cornice to be as near as 
may be like that on the ofllce of Mc-
Robert & Singer in this village, except 
the returns on south end, wliicli are to 
run entirely across. The lower edge 
of the frieze is to rest on the capitals of 
four pillars of suitable size, j)ut in the 
same style as those on the portico of 
the house of A. £ . Steele In this vll-
lase.

B o o t h s p e n t nearly the whole of t h e 
•\yax t ime abont Wnshiugton i s diss ipa­
t ion , ilii'ting and. ho te l societ,y, nnd that 
s treak of insani ty remain ing in h i s fam­
i ly , set on iiro b y dramatic ambit ion and 
romance, l ed ' h i m t o contemplate the 
greatest personal a c t ' o f the war, if ho 

' oould find t h e proper tools to he lp h im. 
• Probably , if h e could have obtained 
' some of t h e reckless Missout ians w i t h 

Qunntrell , or even s o m e of Morgan's 
m e n detaUed t o h i m from the Confed­
erate army. Tie m i g h t have sneeeedod in 
ta ldng off L inco ln: e i ther alive or dead.

•resided, is about twenty-seven m i l e s 
•ifrom Washington on the regular s tage 
irond leading to Loonardstown nnd P o i n t 
iLookout, Mndd's whs four miles north 
lof Bryanstown. F r o m Bryanstown to 
the nearest cross ing on the Potomac, at 
Hilatthias point , is al^out s ixteen miles . 
I n the early part of the war around 
Bryanstown w a s a portion of a rebel Stato 
iguai'd. which , be ing run down b y the 
rCTiiion forces, h id in the vic ini ty of D r . 
Mudd's house , Mudd was a slaveholder. 
H e , Booth nnd Surratt were int imate at 
t h e National Hote l in Wash ington as 
.eai'lv as January; 1867. 

David .G. Harold was a vagrant drug­
g is t ' s clerk in Washington , w h o was 
fond of g imti ing through L o w e r Mary­
land, and k n e w Surratt, Surratt 
h a d employed Atzerodt to cross to Vir­
g in ia in a row-boat from below Port To­
bacco. 

; L a t e in 18G1, somewhat after B o o t h 
Jiad mot D r . Mudd^ Mrs. Surratt rented 
her tavern ot Surrattsvi l le and moved 
t o Wash ington and openeA a boarding-
house . . S h e had au interest ing daugh­
ter , and w a s herself a rather come ly 
widow about 40 years old. T h e ladies 
Qevor iind such an e l egant acquaintance 
aa'Booth, and h e so'on g o t a power over' 
t h e m and over their country friends, 
J o h n Surratt was k e p t in Lower Mary­
land rnnnirig the blockade, cnrrying the 
rebel mail and p ick ing u p a l i tt le monoy, 
nnd indu lg ing m some vis ions of weal th 
to be g o t t h r o u g h Booth ' s genius . Sur­
ratt mode o n e or t w o vis i ts to B i o h -
m o n d , and the rebel Secretary of 
S t a t e intrusted h i m w i t h pnokages t o 
Ounadn. • 

Booth wnH-a-riat've of Harford omra-
t y , Maryland, and had i t s loos l patriot­
i sm. H o iiaa on aotor i n R ichmond a t ' 
t h e t ime J o h n B r o w n w a s h n n g , and 
w e n t u p to s e e the execut ion . There h a 
m e t J o h n T . Beol l , w h o w a s afterward 
h i m g on Qovornor's i s ldcd , a n d their 
adfjunftitnnce w a s v e r r oonfdent in l . 
B o o t h labored hard t o h a v e Bea l l par­
d o n e d b y L i n c o l n , b u t ineffootnalty. 
Boal l h o d b e e n a pirate about the m o n t h 
ot the P o t o m a c at t h e beginnini t of. t h e 
wter, and afterward o n t h e lakes , -ana 
w a s one o f t h e s e t of y o u n g desperadoes 
dn Canada, a n d h e w a s h n n g o n the 2 4 t b 
o f Febn]ar.r, 1805, on O o r e m o r ' s i s land. 

About e i g h t w e e k s after t h a t Booth shot 
L inco ln , and Bon^e^say'that''his original 
ambit ion, t o m a k e m m prisoner, had 

,:ffivon'way,:to revenge 'oh Bonll's account. 
::£ddt?f; li^ltoBe'boyhood w a s main ly spent 
^ ' ;BaltimaiNB, h a d t w o schoolmates 
i^amed Arnbld and Q'Laitghliu, over 
i # h 6 m h e ̂ bad a marked influence, and 
v(k'o: were'tiibth i ihpeoumons and dissi­
pated. H o t e m p t e d thorn into h i s or-
iguial s c h e m e to , oaptm'e L i n c o l n , b u t 
wlieu t h e y found i t was to be a miiriler 
their ideas were confirmed that Booth 
was a crazy m a n , and thojr left h im. A 
poor, vulgar, whisky-r idden scene-
shifter ot Ford's Tlieator, named Span-
gler, was ul t imate ly u s e d for the assas­
s inat ion s c h e m e b y B o o t h . .Ho tried to 
tempt .sovprol a c t o r s , i n t o the plot, no 
d o u b t des iruig sonie iht'cUectual associ­
ates , or m e n nt least above the vulgar 
grade of Ids Marylanders. Tlie lumi 
Powel l w h o w a s tried under the iiiiine of 
P a y n e was a y o u n g rebel desperado from 
Georgia or Florida, w h o hud proViably 
been sent to B o o t h from among the 
guerril las. H o was the on ly one who 
did his part wi th the stolidmMS and obe­
dience of a "Qi iantre l l , a Jauitw or a 
y o u n g e r . " A t Mrs. Siuratt 's house in 
Washington al l thin junto were in the 
habit ot meet ing . T h e y also mot at a 
drinkuig house on Louis iana avenue, on 
the second floor. Lidividual members 
of tilii crowd would cnll on Booth at the 
National Hote l , where lu! i)onrded. 

Mrs, riurr.itc's liousis in Washington 
was in a piu'ticulnrl.v isolated ye t cen­
tral portion (jf the town, on the edge ot 
Judiciary square, wliieli was then a mere 
common, and beyond, toward tlie east­
ern branch, the countr.y was all goose 
pastiu'o, wi thout graded streets , and cut 
u p by arm.y teams. Mrs. Surratt's part 
in the business was al lowing both her­
self and her house to bo used b y spies 
and assassins, whi le she was l iving in 
the Federal l ines under protection, and 
her family had taken the oath and tlie.y 
received passes and safeguards, i t seems 
probable that Booth hast i ly resolveil to 
kill Lincoln on tlio particMilar day it was 
acconiplisliud, and had only that day to 
do his work ; so he Inid hands on what 
tools were near by. gAtzorodt, P'a.yno 
and Harold were in the city. Ho hii'cd 
horses for them from the livory-slablos 
,is soon as he h(^ard Linooln was to bo at 
the theater, .rohii Surratt was olV in 
Canada, and h e was making his Wa.y 
baeli at t\\o. t ime of the murder, Booth'.s 
l)nscness consisted in g o i n g to Mrs. Sur-
I'litt's l ioHsoand get t ing her to do liis er­
rands, acco-ssory to tho assassination, at 
Surrattsvil le that afternoon. Ho gci-vu 
lior the mone.v to hire a bugg.y anil r.-iUe 
a ti'.-Ul-glaas out with her, and tell her 
toniiiit to be up at niidii ight and have a 
I'otllo ot whisky ready, as the g n u s 
previously deposi ted at the tavern 
would 1)0 callod for alioul. that 
hour ' T h e foolish woman, jnvibiibl.i' 
enamored of the man, did h i s behest . 
S h e go t a (ilerlc who lioarded in lier 
In.iusii fu drive her all that ten miles 
over the lii;ls to Surrattsvil le and back 
again, and ho had to g ive the test imony 
against her. She started out about 3 
or -l r.'ciloiik iu the afternoon, and did not 
reauli Washington again till nearly 9 
o'clock at n ight . Ten minutes alter she 
^.'turned HOURI one rang her door-bull 
anil she a t t tuded to it in per.son. T h e 
boarder thinks it was .Booth, who liad 
come to see if she had ])erl'ormcd her 
errand and if everyth ing on tbe ruad was 
cilonr. In an lu>ur or so afterward tlio 
Pi'osident was shot. If Surratt had re­
turned to Wash ington ci ty uitlier at the 
t ime of tho trial before the military com­
mission, or before the t ime iLved for his 
mother's execut ion, her life would Inive 
1)01-11 spared, l int ho remained on tho 
south side ot tho St . Lawrence river, 
within a few milos of Montreal, hid­
den in a house , and never stood 
forth to save her. Pres ident .Tohnson, 
thiu'efore, refused to grant her pardon, 
ami she was h u n g with Atzerodt, wh.-,) 
was to have murdered Pres ident .Tohn­
s o n ; Harold, the eompauion of .IJooth's 
Itlght, and Pa.yno, who stabbed Mr, 
SewiU'd. l l egre t s were felt that a wom­
an .should sull'er so ignonimiously , and 
Pres ident Johnson and Judge Advocate 
Ho l t l ong afterward had a sliarji coutro-
vers.v on the sul>joct. B o t h were South­
ern Union i s t s—Hol t , a native of Ken- , 
tiiek.y, and Johnson from Tennessee. 

T h e quest ion now occurs as to how 
Boofh was to go t himself oil' after he 
had ]iecoinplished the forty miles to the 
I'otomao river, Virginia having disband­
ed her troops i n tho meautime. The 
public will observe that i t was only on 
tiie I'ith of April that tho army of L e e 
surrendered at Appounittox. Mr, Lin­
coln was murdered on the n i g h t of the 
Mth ot April. I t was not till the 18th 
of April tiiat the remaining great army 
of the Confederacy siu'rendered in Nortii 
Carolina. B o o t h , therefore, Ijelievod ho 
would have an armed Confederacy to 
escape to. H i s feel ings, intensi i ied by 
tho surrender of L e o on tho l:Jth, which 
he did not know of till tho 13th, wore 
brought foeally u p o n tho purpose on 
the morning o f the 14th, when he hoard 
that L inco ln w a s to vis i t tho theater in 
honor of L e e ' s surrender. For six 
months B o o t h had studied all these 
roads and avenues of escape , and had 
spf nt nearly all the m o n e y that lie pos­
sessed in keep ing h i s band to.gether, 
and there was still a chance that Joe 
.Tolinston would hold out , or at any rate 
there would bo a guerril la warfare 
through the mounta ins , and the Con­
federates would rally again in tho Gulf 
States or Texas . N o doubt ho said to 
himself, " I wi l l kill this man iu tho 
very m o m e n t ot h is ce lebrat ing Gen, 
Leo's conquest , nnd i t will bo an easy 
t h i n g for mo to reach tho Potomac be­
fore next m o r n i n g and fall i n with the 
disbanded Confederates, w h o are go ing 
to their homes , and t h e y will pass mo 
a long to the mounta ins , and I can work 
m y way in to Mexico , or, nt tho 
worst, surrender with the rest ," 
Booth had scarcely any education, ex­
cept that of a man of tho wor ld ; knew 
noth ing ot law, particularly of interna­
tional law, and had never heard of any 
body being h u n g in tho war except h i s 
friend, John Beal l , and the hote l bum­
mer K e n n e d y . ' H e was desperate, dissi-
piltcd, o u t of pocket , and hud nursed u p 
this conspirocy unti l i t possessed his in­
tel lect . H o saw i t all s l i iming away, and 
he resolved to deal a blow. H i s plan 
w a s t o shoot Mr, L inco ln after Mrs. Sur­
ratt bad ooine back from Surrattsvil le, 
show himself t o the audience as th£ h i s -
triouio avenger, vanish through the the­
ater and b a r e the scenes bar tho w a y 
behind b im, and g o ont the back door 
in to tbe al ley where b i s horse was wait­
ing , and t h e n m o u n t and ride to the navy 
yard bridge, where h e was to mee t Har­

old, and in the morning , before day, he-
would bo 'at Dr . Mudd's. Moantinie At-
sseroilt wns to stab Johnson at tho Kirk-
wood H 6 u s e ; a n d P a y n e to s tab Seward, 
and those t w o were t o cross: the uiipur 
bridge of . t h e easteru branch, Avhieli 

' would compel t h e m to make n detour ot 
three or four mi les , but thoy would join 
b i m ei ther a tSurr i i t t sv i l l eor at Mndd's, 
a n d ' then the four were to talwj to the 
water, cross in to K i n g George's county , 
'Va,, and b y 10 o'clock next morning the 
Bappahannoek river woidd be between 
t b e m and the Potomac . T h o fortitiea-
tiona of Wash iug tou would be forty or 
l i i ty mi le s behind tliem to tho northeast, 
t l ie army of Grant wivs away down below 
tlio Appomat tox river, and there waa an 
open and friendly country to g o throupli 
to e s c a i » to Houtliwestern Virginia and 
Tonnessce. This was probably Booth's 
programme. 

B u t Atzerodt was a eowai-d and n va­
grant;, and ho got drunk, talked the 
murder, rode his horse around town, 
ai;d, ins tead ot joining Booth , h e ran 
away m> into Western Maryland among 
the native D u t c h of h is connect ions , and 
was cii'ight thero'soma t ime afterward. 
Harold waited for Booth somewhere 
about Capitol hil l , and tho.y crossed the 
Bastcrn branch bridge a lmost within 
s ight ot each other. l?ayne undertook 
t(J find the upi?er , bridge, b u t in the 
night , the roads cut u p and leading in 
every direction b y reason of the niilirary 
ojieampinents, ho eoiild not i ind the lano 
loading to the liridge, and finally, see ing 
tliat ho could not catch Booth , h e re­
turned to Mrs." Surratt's h o u s e three 
n ights after tho .murder. 

Mr. Linooln liad been kil led Friday, 
and on Monday n ight , aliout midnight , 
P a y n e repaix'ed back to this doomed 
woman's. I t is probable that on Satur­
day, Sunday and Monday h e Imd boon 
try ing to make connect ions with Booth, 
but the whole country b e i n g up , and 
L o w e r Maryland tilled with soldiery, 
and he, perhaps, unacquainted with tlie 
country, ho knew not what to do with 
himself, and canio baclt to jMrs. Surratt's 
to see if h e could make connect ion with 
iTohn Surratt, w h o m ho knew to \n\ on 
the way liack from Oiiniida. M i s , Sur­
ratt, though very well acquainted with 
h im. denied with nplii'ted hands ever 

'hav ing seen h im, and this was auotlior 
thread in the rope to b a n g her to the 
gal lows. 

B o o t h crossed the lower, or ua-s-j-ynrd, 
bridge before I t o'clock Fr iday night , 
l i e and Harold rode with such sjieeil 
over the high bills t l iata little after mid­
n ight tho.y were at Surrattsvil le, When 
Harold went into llie tavern he aronsrd 
the drunken landlord, L loyd , w-bo had 
been drunk at Upper IMiirlborough court 
idl day. Harold s a i d : " L l o y d , for 
God's sake make linste and g e t them 
th ings ." "Mr.s. Surratt had told me ," 
.said the landlord, " t o give tho carbines, 
whisk.y and l ie ld-glasses to, whoever 
called'for them, . lohnSuu-att dev>osited 
tiie enrbines there a eonsideriihle time 
before. A rope and a moi'ikey-wreneli 
had also been deposited, but t'liey were 
not asked for, further showing that tho 
murder was a dill'eront scheme from that 
of the eai)ture. Tlioro was n o w nobody 
to bind, and lU) vehicle to screw up . 

Booth and Harold stood there five 
minutes on the green before the tavern, 
and took a drink from the whisk.y bot­
tle, and Booth hoastin.gly (Tied out that 
tliuy had assassuiated tlio Pres ident and 
Seward. In the early morning Booth 
rodo to Mudd's house . Mudd says that 
at i. o'clock he wont to the window and 
saw .Booth s i t t ing on a horse and a tiilk-
ative y o u n g man hold ing that horse and 
another horse fiiim which ho had dis­
mounted. I t is Avell known, in bis vain 
performance in jumping from the )n'i-
vato box, .Booth had fractured h i s leg . 
T h i s leads to the doubt as t o whether 
Uootli liixd inteuded originall.y to s top at 
Mndd's l ion-e at all. H e m i g h t Inwe 
di:'sigii(!d passing to tin; west ot Mudd's 
house , wlii(!h wius out of his i)laiu eour.se 
to the Potoranc, b u t wlion h e broke his 
It̂ g it was inovitiible that he m u s t s top 
at Mudd's to have it ant. Mudd set the 
l i m b and made a crutch for Bixitl i , and 
tried to ge t a carriage for the party, 
b u t tho situation was very grave. S o m e 
t imo during the Saturda.y, probably late 
iu the aftornoon, Booth and Harold rode 
their horses in Zekiah's swamp, and rode 
outa.gain to the ro)id and startivl for the 
Potomac , Dr, Mudd told of Mr. Lin­
coln's murder before the n e w s reached 
Bryanstown. 

'The aei.'ident to Booth's If-g W)us a seri­
ous til ing. I t is a lociil belief in .Lower 
j\rarylaud tlnit a Mr. Cox, a rich man of 
rebel atliliation. allowi^d IJnotli and .Har­
old t o ' b e led by a white man in the 
woods on his lariu, where thoy had some 
kind of bn'sli protection. 

There was no certain account of the 
t w o men from that Saturday, April 15, 
unti l tho fol lowing Moiida.y week, when 
B o o t h and Harold appeared in Virginia. 
I t i s understood tliati Booth's i l lness an'd 
.1,. ,.. . .Helpless cowiirdico kept them 
• rii-inncrs on the Maryland s ide, and 
III y made repeated oH'orts to cross the 

liro'ad river, but in the darkness , or rain, 
or wuid, were blown to adjacent parts of 
the Mar.yland shore. Others th ink they 
went direct ly to Virginia. T h e y lodged 
there at one Dr . Stuart's on Monday 
one week after the murder, on Matthias ' 
point, and Stuart would not invito them 
in, but sent t h e m food to the liarn. 
Booth wrote h i m an indignant letter, 
coj iy ing it out of h i s diary whore ho 
composed it. 

T n e two men now struck across the 
country, as it thoy wore go ing to L y n c h ­
burg, T n e lino of their shoi;t progress, 
if ijroduced, would pass a long the rail­
road and turnpike of S o u t h w o s t o m Vu--
ginia to Cumberland Gap and E a s t Ten­
nessee . 

About ton mi les from Matthia.s po int 
is K i n g George's Court House , and five 
miles further on is Port Couwoy, on tho 
Ifi'ijipahannock river, opposite , a large 
hamlet called Por t Royal , on the south 
liank. Booth a«d Harold, thoretoro, 
traveled in a s tra ight l ine about thii-ty 
milos after leaving Dr . Mudd's , April 
15, until April 25, w h e n thoy were found 
without horses , t ry ing to g e t across 
the Bappahannoek ferry to P o r t Con-
wa.v. I t is Buid that their" liorsos have 
never b e e n found. S o m e have thought 
that t l iey wore laden with s t o n e s aitid 
shot ill the riwr;. others tl i ink. that im-
plieated rebelH bui-ied thesa horses t > 
k e e p the vultures off and prevent d e t o c 
t iou. Quite probably they were found 
loose, Htoltu and sold in Balt imore. . 

A negro, on tlio Mitfyland s ide, had 
g iven information' at Ohappoi's po int 
that he hod seen t w o m e n cross ing the 
rivor ui a boat, and it was te lographod 
to Washington . Baker , the chief Gov-

ernmeut detect ive , looked at his' const-
survey moipand.saw that he could head 
off any suubrparty b y seuduig u steamer 
down to Be l l e P l o i n e or to . \oquia oreok 
and there d i sembarking them, where 
they would b e o n l y s i x or seven mi les 
from tbe Bappabannook rivor, and about 
ten mi les from P o r t Conway, 

A sieaniBr was at oiico lUsijatched witli 
those men. Mondiiy n ight tlie.v landiid 
in Virginia, s i x t y miles below Wiisliiiig-
tou city , and on Tuesday morning eaiue 
to Por t l i oya l ferry. They founil that 
tho previous day a negro Inid l i i ought 
from'the direction o f the Potomac two 
mi;n in nn old wagon to Port Conway, 
and that one of t h e m was lame. T h e y 
said that some disbanded Confederate 
(!avalr.y of Mosbv's command had be­
friended those two men , got t h e m across 
tlio Eiippidiannoc.k and inul gone toward 
l.lowUng Green, the county seat of Caro­
line, tho next c o u n t y to tho west . 

Tlie imrsuers at once crossed tho Kap-
pahannoclc, in s i g h t of Pres ident ^Madi-
sou's birth-place, and on Tuesday night 
arrived in B o w l i n g Green, a mere ham­
let, and, h a u l u i g the principal Confed­
erate of tho party ou t of his bed, made 
h i m tell what h e had done with tho two 
fugit ives. 

B y this t imo tho whole country was 
filial w i th the pallor of the groat trag-
eily, and n i e Confederates hud tlis-
C(.ivered it to bo as deplorable a th ing as 
the Federals had. Mo.sby's cavalryman, 
tliorefore, piomjercd tho men back to 
Garrett's fiirin, in Ciirolino county , 
wliere Bootl i had hidden himsell' in a 
barn. H i s Confederate friends had tried 
to have h im taken (Nire of in Por t Boya l 
wi thout success . T o s h o w tho trifling 
character of Harold , when he had put 
Booth in GiuTctt's house , he went ui> to 
B o w l i n g Green alone the next day, 
Tuesday, and si>ent the day ta lking and 
drinking with i i is n e w friends. A few 
liours afterward, when he and B o o t h 
liad returnee from the l iouse to the l)arn, 
it was surroii' ided b.v the cavalry. Har­
old was so scared that lie gave himself 
up, and they sent liiui in to make Booth 
give ii|) his a n u s , hut Booth eursod him 
for a coward, and saw Ins last t ime bail 
(•ome. After some bravado of olTeriivJf 
to " (i.^lit the whole eomnanid fair," li<i 
told th'ein to g e t a stretcher ready U\v 
hiin. The.v llred the barn li.y i iuil ing 
the straw throu.gh the eraeks, and siivv 
liini s tanding tiion^ iu the i l lumination 
leaning on the crutiih Dr . Mudd bail 
made for him, and trying to g e t a s i g h t 
ou soiiiebod.v whom he could kill. At 
that m o m e n t a nervous <H' willful ser­
geant a m o n g the soldiers tired at B c o t h 
and struck him in the iiaok of the neck, 
producing i);Tral.\sis of tlie spinal cord. 
O n o o f t h e d e t c e t i v o s m s l i e d in and.soiled 
him, y e t alive, and pul led him ont of 
the combust ion and laid h im on the 
grass. On Wednesday morning, about 
7 o'clock, he diiMl on tlie porch at Gar­
rett's l iouse, mut ter ing a few words to 
the oll'ect that h e had died tor his coun­
try, and wanted his mother to know 
tliat he t h o u g h t he was r i g h t ; even 
these wonl s wiu'o very indistinct, as he 
could only whisper. H e was heard dis­
t inct ly to' say, however , in his intense 
.snfl'er'iug, " Kil l m e ! kill m o ! " A doc­
tor arrived from Be l l e Plaino before he 
died. H o was sewed u p in a saddle-
l.ilankot, p u t on a rattle-trap negro 
wagon aiul haiileil to Port Boyal and 
Bel le Phiii ie, r e a d ing the latter place 
iu the middle of the afternoon ot Ajn-il 
2(>, Woduesdiiy. A part ot the remains 
were Vmried noar the other conspirators 
in the i ienitoutiary yard at Arsenal 
Ijoiiit. T h e carti lage which was struck 
by the soldier's ball is m tho Army and 
N'avy i\rci<lical Museum. Most ot the 
body was disinterri'd before the c lose of 
Johnson's administrat ion and p u t under 
the monument of the Booth fiunily at 
Gre<!ii Mount Cemeterv . Balt imore. 

On the 7th of Jul.y, about Wirce 
months afterward, Haro'id was h u n g on 
the same ga l lows with Mrs. Surratt, 
Payne and Atzerodt. Dr. Mudd was 
seiit to I">ry Tor lugas with Spimgler, 
O'Lauglilin" and Arnold, H o behaved 
vi'rv well dur ing tbe ye l low fever at that 
port and was p a r d o n e d ; two of tho 
otli(>r persons died from tho results of 
dissipation.—Gcorfjr. Alfred Townscnii. 

S a v a g e S u r v i v a l s iu Uaiiiestic Cittllo. 

One would sii i ipose that .Tersoy c;at-
tie, which are iirolmbl.y the olde.-t do. 
mest icated bi'ianl, and wliich aro noted 
for b e h i g .such doc i le and gent le jiots, 
had outgrown all traces of their wild 
h a b i t s ; but I have Ireqiiently noticed 
some triuts in m.v herd which seem to 
me to be a snrvivid of their wild habits 
awa.y biu:k iu far-distant times. For 
iiistiince, in goiiiK to or returning from 
til'! pasture, tliu s trongest cow or bull 
heads the proee.ssion, ' and the weakest 
or y o u n g e s t eidves bring U]) the rear. 
This order of m o v e m e n t is se ldom var-
icil, and it would s e e m to have been 
liceessary for the protection of the weakei 
members of the lierd in a wild state. 
Then it often happens that those in tlie 
rear, as tli(\y are be ing driven to pas­
ture, are lazy in tlicir movements , and it 
is .somewlnit iliilleiilt to urge them lilong. 
B i l l turn ont and leave one or more .suirli 
animals behind 1 T h e y ijuickly iind the 
ii.se of iheir l egs , ami very soon ga l lop 
iij) to the herd, the ))roteetion of wliicli 
they no doubt thiiilii they need. Choice 
grass and a good appet i te are alike una­
vail ing t;o keep t!u-m back when tho 
herd is moWng away. .A.gaiii, tlie.y 
somet imes all take a notion to wallk 
very slowl.y and l inger liy the way, even 
when much urged to g o forwavil. At 
such t imes let a man come u p behind 
them on a run, making a cluttering 
noise with h i s feet, and without other 
ellbrt the herd will prick up their ears 
and break into a ti'ot. W h e n m o p i n g 
over the ground such a noi.se behind 
them will arouse them to life and movo-
meiit at ouoe. Horses act very m u c h 
in the same manner when they s'uddenl.y 
hear tho c lattering of feet a long tlm 
ground. I t has seemed to mo that iu 
their wild state they must have learned 
that th is noise •.indicated tlio near ap­
proach of danger , e i ther from the ap­
prehension of en iemies or from I'riglit 
a m o n g their o w n associates, and that 
tho habi t has survived the necess i t ies 
which cal led i t in to existence. S u c h 
peculiarit ies , t h o u g h not special ly im­
portant or noteworthy in ' thomi .e lves , 
would bo more marked and decided in 
o vrild state, and w h o t wo see now is but 
a faint trace of tho nlort habits of their 
old-t imo i>ro<lecossors, — Charles Al-
drich in the American A^aliiralM, 

while watt.'hing two males , I was h igh ly 
amused at s ee ing them have a regular 
set- to tiijht. Tliey-.woiit .at oi.eh other 
other ;iti "a regi'iliU'': scientific manner, 
sparrin.tr and b u x i i i g w i t h t l i e i r fore paws 
and but'ting with their -heads. After a 
while theysej^med to go t tired, cool ly 
sat d o w n and y i e w i d each other with 
Hi'eat coniplaeonc.y.

Caricature has always been one of the 
sharpest weapons of jiolitical warfare. 
Travesty, burlesque, and all the cliaiigos 
of the farcical have been used pit i lessly 
and m'ercilessly from time immemorial 
both in the interest of political i)arties 
ami political blaekguards. When party 
liiu!S could not l.)e broken b.y the heavy 
guns of argument or the fierce muski.'try 
tiro of attack in front, the caricaturist has 
been sent , l ikeacava lry ri<ler to tlui rear, 
or liko u s|)y iu the gi'irb of a biiilbon, 
into the enemy's ciinq), 

S o m e t i m e s the work of men liko I ,eech 
and Na.sthas been more ell'ective than ar­
gument , and has boon e.miiloyed in as 
legit imate a way. B u t the sense of irre-
s)Hinsil)ility, the license givi!n to purely 
personal spites and |)rojndices, and the 
feijliiig of reckless jollity that at t imes in-
fluonco the artist, make the work o t e v o u 
the best caricaturists uneven. 

The temptivtion of the ordinary scandal­
monger to g o to extremes is l imited b y 
tiie thought that ho will bo held responsi­
ble for every word ho utters. But tbe 
caricaturist labors under IKJ such re­
straint. H e works in the dark m' be-
hhid a veil, with all the materials at 
hand to l iesmirch and degiade . i f ho be 
a small man his powers ot ridicule and 
his sense ot humor are given free refill on 
the downward scale. H e knows l itt le 
about moil, less abont underlying prin­
ciples, but , guided b y suporliciid ol)-
servation and popular clamor, he puts 
his own l i t t leness or meanness into his 
conceits , and is satisl ied if the black­
guards and unscrupulous applaud. 

There is no heart in burlesque, and 
i ioconse ienco in travesty, Uii l iouudcd 
license is the rule, and things held most 
sacred aro turned into ridicule without 
conipuuction. Tho lowest instincts nnd 
tho vi lest impulses find expression in the 
name of burlesque, .and thepoople are ex-
liected to forget tho rankueas of the of­
fense against decency in their laughs 
over absurdities, 

Tho people have excused so many of­
fenses of this kind that the blackguards 
of caricature have found oncouragenioiit 
for their most disreputablo work. Many 
foreign artists, without a spark ot pa­
triotism, without any sonso ot loyalty to 
America or Americans, without any ro-
apect f<5r American ideas, with a e o n -
tempt and hatred ovon for the countr.y 
.and its people , are employed on our il-
lus tmted papers. I t is tho del ight of 
thtise fel lows fo indulge in such vilo con­
ceits as will g ive Anuiricans mos t anno,y-
niieo and mos t pain, bud littlo wonder i s 
it that joiirmda which make a specialty 
ot such work have gone down by doiieus, 
or have boon sustained at great outlay ol 
money. Lit t lo wonder i s i t that uiidor 
such circnnstancos tho art that X a s l 
made rcspuotablehas degeuonitod into a 
trade l ittlo above tliot of the blackguard.

Ho called on Dr. lUjcknian, then priic-
tiiiiiig in Eureka, w h o found that he wns 
Hiill'eiLip from a hard lenticular catiiraet 
of the right e.yc, and that tho lolt cĵ 'o 
was also commouoiiip; to hardon, but.'as 
ho still couhl see with it tho doctoi-s ad­
vised him hot to have it oiierati d upon 
iuit.il tho s ight was entirely gone, and 
then to have both attoniled to at once. 
Alxi in three montl is ago total b l i i i d n o s 
resulted. Learning the other day that 
Dr, .Kookhurn had sett led in 'Virgiuin, 
Garcia and his son <!amo on, arriving 
hero ou Wednesday, Yesterday after­
noon was tho t ime l ixed for tluj ojiera-
tiou, and Garcia, with a stolidity more 
Dutch" than I'tiUian, laid himself on his 
back on a lounge, as directed b y the doc­
tor. T h e surgeon stood behind his pa­
tient's head and propped tho eye-l ids 
apart with a littlo instrument. This 
done, the doctor took a iiarrow-bladed

H o tlien 
pressed the haiidle of the knife upon 
tlio njiper p iut of the eye , when out 
came tho lens through the pupil nnd 
through the ojieu wound, wlionco it fell 
oil tho pale face of tl/G" hard breatliLig 
patient. T h e doctor worko-tl rapidly for 
a moment , closi.'d the litis and kept them 
so for live uiinntes. T h e n the diH'tor 
opened thein, and Gan; ia; in great o.\-
<;itemont, cried : "DoaUir, I s e o you !" 
The poor fellow seemed overwhelmed 
with joy. Ten minutes later the same 
operation was performed ou tho other 
eye. After ))Utting i:ott:on pads uiion 
botli eyes and biuidagiiig them, the pa­
tient was p u t io Vital witii strict orders 
to kee)) quiet. 

All this waa done without chloroform, 
.'iiiil how a man without the aid of a 
liain-di'iidoner l̂ •ln stand to have his eyes 
cut to i)iee(.<s is someth ing in tho way ot 
nervi: the re].)..;rter can admire but not 
uinlerstaiul. 

As to tho result. Dr . Ptockraau said

.Substituting for. the two metals two 
d e a n plates of plat inum and'connecting 
tl iem with tlio galvanometer tho needle 
remains unmoved. Tho plat inum plates 
be ing homogeneous , there is no rciison 
w h y a current should sturt from one of 
them through the electrolyte rather than 
from tho other. .If such currents started 
they M'oiild bo eqmil and opposite, anil 
would, therolore neutraliiic eacli other. 
In other words, with the two l iomogo-
noous jjlates of plat inum we have no cur-
rout. JJut let tho wii'es connected with 
these iilatinum plates bo detached from 
the galvaniomoter and joined, even for 
a moment to u voltaic battery, the cur­
rent which passes will destroy" the homo­
genei ty of the plates. If the electrolyte, 
fiH- exiim[ile, be ncidiilatod water, that 
l iquid will be decomposed, n film of hy­
drogen covering one plate of plalriuum, 
ami ii film of oxygen covering the other. 
'These two films play the part of two dif­
ferent metals in the ordinary voltaic

thns coated be eonnooted with the gal­
vanometer, the current will bo strong 
enough to dash the needle violent asiile. 
T h e experiment may IKJ varied in fifty 
or five hundred way.s and when, insteail 
of the films of gas, solid layers aro depos­
ited, eleetrii;ally oii one or tha other of 
the homogeneous plates , the duration of 
the cnrront i s proloiifje'd.

Prof. Bdll %ias succeeded with his In­
duction balance in definitely locating 
tbe ball,<aind now, at the first indica­
tion of trouble from tbe deadly missile 
i twi lbykld to the persuasions of the 
surgeon'^ knife. His physicians pre­
dict'that be can be at work again in 
ten>da3;t3. 

T M S county examiners elected at the 
<me6tlag of township superintendents 
last'iTuesday, are all deeply interested 
Inrtbe primary schools of the county, 

• and'wc have no doubt will prove very 
' efficient and palustakiug officerB. Ail 
wove elected from among the superin-

'tendents, Tbe law does not limit the 
'board In the choice of examiners. 
They may or may not be selected from 
its own ranks. The intention of the 

iliiwin providing for three examiners 
was to make the examination of teocli-
•ers throughout the country, more uni­
form, and to secure morv competent 
examiners. The benefits intended by 
tbe law should be secured as fully as 
jjoBsible. If this can be done by elect­
ing three examiners from among the 
•superintendents, all right. If not, the 
board shoiild' go outside of itself for 
candidates. The election, last Tues­
day, should not be taken as a prece­
dent for future boards. 

ItEPUBLICAN UNITY. 

i' ^Good music, for any save democratic 
ears, comes from every part of tills 

' state. The election of senators Is ihail-
ed with the utmost sotisfaction, nnd 
that by many men wlio have lately 
been at swords' points. Sharp as the 
struggle has been, it bos unqueetiono. 
bly welded tbe republican party togeth­
er OS nothing else could have done. 
For this there are many causes. But 
the chief is that the republican and in­
dependent voters are exceedingly grat­
ified to And the party at last in full 
and united accord with a national ad­
ministration, wliich commands the 
confidence and the sympatliy of the 
whole people. The feeling would have 
been the same in kind, though less 
strong, liad tbe contestat Albany been 
settled before the attempted assassina­
tion. Even then, tlie administration 
has already gained a great hold ujion 
public confidence by tlie sajjncity and 
singular success of its Ananctal policy, 
by the courage and ski 11 of its campaign 
against Star Boute jobbers, by its vig­
orous and patriotic iwlicy in foreign 
affairs, and tlie manifest sincerity niid 
earnestness of the president's .efrort to 
do justice to all the clementsithat bad 
helped to achieve a victory for repub­
lican princii)les. Antagonism to him, 
even then, would have aroused grave 
public distrust of tiio party An any 
state. In truth, it may now be said in 
all kindness to the recent supporters of 
tbe ex-primato, tliat the repuUiicans of 
.this state have never been nearer irre­
mediable defeat tlian tlicy were when 
it seemed likely that his l«idcrsliip 
and influence would place tlieai in nn 
attitude of liostility to theadiuinistra-
tion. 

But the attempted assnssijiation 
vastly intensified public feeling to­
ward the president. I t rousetl a warm 
and loving sympathy so strong.that no 
power in this country could wlthstanil 
iiL. Public attention was also.drawn 
yapst sharply to the niagniflccnt ca-

' reer of the administration thus far; .to 
its wisdom, fidelity and success; to 
tlie close and hearty unity of its nium-
bers; to their sincere devotion to the 
princi4>les of republicanism aad tlie 
true interests of the country. Tlie 
course of the cabinet towawl viee-Pi'es-
ident Arthur, and ills own manly and 
honorable course toward thepresdcient's 
associates, were observed. In a week 
of intense anxiety the whole country 
learned more, not only of the adminis­
tration, but of the whole i%iiublican 
party, than it has known for years. 
The result lias been to strengthen in­
calculably both the administration 
and the party. Men who liad cared 
little for politics and nothing for the 
•republican party began to feel intense­
ly :about the contest at Albany, and to 
:pray most earnestly that it might so 
end as to bring greater supixirt to the 
administration, Now that it has so 
ended, shouts of joy are raised, not 
only by republicans of all shades, but 
by'itiiousands who liad no sympathy 
with that ))arty a month ago. I t is 
25erfoetly safe to say that the republi­
can jiarty cjin now poll more votes in 
New York, by many tliousands, than 
it bos .ever yet polled since its orgauixa-
tion. United as it is now, headed by 
an udministration so strong in public 
confideftee and sympathy, and fired by 
enthusiasm as it realises that a great 
and most proper reform withUi its or­
ganization has been carried through 
without rupture, so that the party 
manageme(Ut will henceforth be 
brought meaner to the interests and the 
direct influence of every voter, the re­
publican poi'ty.in New York feels that 
it is and aught to bo irresistible. 
I Another ii'esult of the contest is of no 

small consequence. There has been 
brought abouta complete revolution of 
opinion in respect to the capacity and 
fitness for leadership of Judge Bobert-
sbn and;othera who have been associat­
ed with ' him. For years it has been 
i-ather the fashion to sneer at tiiese 
gentlemen as utterly incompetent, 
cither in iiluck, in tact, or in breadth 
of view and sagacity of ])lans. I t has 
been said that in any severe struggle 
they would "go all to pieces," 'rhis 
Jios beeh said so often that the people 
had begUn to believe the influence of 
our late isenior senator a natural and 
necessary consequence of his penoual 
superiority, and to conclude that a re-
inibllcani vote in New York must 
necessarily mean a vote to supjiort 
him. This weakened tbo party not a 

Itttlo. . But the leoeat struggle baa 
been long and severe. I t has tested 
to the utmost all tbe qualtties of lead-
erabip. Remarkable foMsigbt, great 
tact In dealing with bostile feelTngs, 
singular shrewdness la tbe adaptation 
of methods to tb« changing circum­
stances, wonder All patience and rai-e 
ability in so presenting tbe broadest 
ideas of public poU<iy as to overmaster 
and Buliaue all iteesonal performances 
—these are tbe qualities which this 
contest has requited in the administra­
tion leaders. How fully they have 
displayed tboBequalities their oponeuts 
bear witness. I n outbursts ot vexa­
tion during tiie contest, and in cordial 
fraternising«fter the strife was over, 
many of u»e supporters of bossisni 
have repeatedly admitted that they 
were oui^geaeraled and surpassed in 
leadership. "Had we bod as goo<l 
leadcrshu) tbe result would have been 
different,'' said one. He was probably 
mistaken. Tbe stars in their courses 
fought Against the ex-primate. But 
he has been widely praised as one of 
tbe most consummate political leaders 
of bis age, and yet the proved super­
iority of some of the administration 
leaders is now admitted. The people 
will place a very diflbrent estimate 
uxmn these men hereafter. The confi­
dence which such leadership inspires 
will be felt this full, not in contests be­
tween republicans, but in the over­
throw of tbe democratic party. 

The democrats may as well take 
fair Avarning; New York has become 
« republican state. If there was any 
doubt when some republicans were 
ostracised and dissatisfied, there is 
none now. I f there was doubt while 
staiwartism and bossism repelled in­
dependents, there is none now. If the 
party could conquer when General 
Garfield was little, the state will not 
hesitate, now that it lias learned to 
know the president and his adminis­
tration so well, to give its full confi­
dence to the republican party,—JV, K

WASIIIXGTON. 

(.Fiomour rcgittnr Coirenpoiitioiil.) 
WASHINCITON D . C „ J u l y !fO, 1881. 
The information from the president 

to-day is cheering indeed. He sleptall 
through last night, witii the exception 
of a single brief interval, and the ben­
eficent etreets of this refreshing rest, 
just at this time, could scarcely bo over­
estimated. He is apparently on the 
road to convalescence once more. The 
surgeons believe now that the woi-st is 
passed. Since j-csterday forenoon the 
Ijresident lias continued to improve, 
and last night he expressed himself as 
feeling better than he had for .several 
days. There is every reason now to 
hope for his recovery. So favorable 
was the change in the president's con­
dition this morning, that it was agreed 
by the ])hysicians to give the sickroom 
a thorougli airing and cleaii.siiig. He 
was moved from the room on the south 
front, where he has lain since tlie day 
of the shooting, to the large room at 
the extreme western corner of the north 
front, liiiown as tlie "guest room." 
The apartment is large and airy, with 
windows looking out upon the new 
state department building to the west, 
and the beautiful park on the norih. 
The moving was attended without dif­
ficulty, the sick bed being easily rolled 
from one room to the other. I t is tlie 
same room occupied Ijy jMrs. Gardold 
during her recent illness. Tliooliaiige 
being made to clean and purify theold 
room, the carpet was taken up, the 
room swept clean and purified by a 
large fire in the open grate, wliicli burn­
ed for an liour. In the meiiii time, the 
patient ate regularly and slept well at 
Intervals, and when awake, was quite 
cheerful. His room was in complete 
order at a late hour this afternoon, but 
he was resting so conifortably that it 
WHS deemed best not to move him at 
that time. The carpet was replaced by 
strips placed in the more frequented 
parts of the room, and clean lace cur­
tains had been hung in the windows. 
All the pliysicians were <iuito jolly to­
day. Unless some unforeseen incident 
occurs, they arc quite confident of his 
recovery. Drs, Hamilton and Keyburii 
remained in charge of the president all 
ithe forenoon, Tlie outer edge of the 
wound above tlie incision shows signs 
-of liealing, and pus has bct-ii di.scharg-
ed freely all day. Dr. Hamilton will 
.Bsmain wIthHhe president until to­
morrow, and will leave for New York 
.in the afternoon, when relieved by Dr. 
Agnew. Dr. Hamilton telegraphed to 
.a friend this afternoon that the presi­
dent was looking better than at any 
previous time. 

Tihe question of homestead entry 
iiaviug been referred to liim by the in­
terior department, Attorney General 
Mac Vcagh has decided that where a 
homestead entry of public lands has 
been mode by a settler, the land so en­
tered cauuot, whilst sueJ.1 entry stands, 
be sct.apart by the president for a mil­
itary reservation, even "prior to the 
completion of full title in the settler," 
but that where a pre-emption fUinghas 
been made of public lands, the land 
covered thereby may be set apart by 
tlic president for sueli reservation at 
any time previous to payment.and en­
try by the settler under the proemp-
tion law. 

Mr. J . W. Simonton's retirement 
from the direction of the New York 
associated press will be very much re­
gretted by every well-informed journal­
ist In the country. To his ability and 
untiring energy, the associated press 
is largely indebted for the efficiency of 
the present system of collecting news, 
Mr. Hucston, who succeeds Mr, Sim-
onton, bos at times temporarily filled 
the place, and latterly has been the 
London agent. He brings to his new 
position,along experience, and an abil­

ity equal, It is believed, to maintaining 
tbe relloUlUy of the service. 

Somewtiat to tbe surprise of a num­
ber of Mends, Col. John C. Burcli, sec-
retaryof the senate, died at his resl-
denoe In this city yesterday afternoon 
ofeout 2 o'clock. His ailment was or-
gianlc disease of tbe heart. Deceased 
Jiad been sick ever since the adjourn­
ment of thesenatc,andaboutsi.x weeks 
ago visited his home in Nashville, Ten­
nessee, where he improved somewliat, 
and looked after tbe interests of liis 
newspaper, the Nashville American. 
Abouta week ago he returned to Wash­
ington, and his condition changed for 
the worse, but his family being with 
liim, he was tenderly nursed, and the 
day before yesterday, was pronounced 
out of danger. There was a change for 
the worse yesterday morning, however, 
and he sank rapidly and died in the 
afternoon.

Just before reaching Montreal, vro 
had a different excitement from that 
caused by the angry waters sweeping 
under us.

As long as each directed his reniark.s 
to the voyagers, everything was serene, 
but .soon they fell afoul of each other 
witli their tongues, and llieii a storm-
cloud of naughty words rolled up and 
burst over our devoted heads. I t was 
of short duration. Atanager Urearly, 
came upon the scene, stern as Nep­
tune breasting the waves with trident 
in hand, coiiimandcdsilenco, and there 
was peace. I'art of the eoin|)aiiy went 
to the Windsor, the third hotel in the 
in the niagniticenecofilsapjiointnieiits 
on the continent. Others sought the 
commodious, but less j)roteiitii)us 
French hotel, the Bielielicu. 

Just as the writer stopped from the 
iKMit, lie heard Manager Brearly say, 
" I am informed that President Gar­
field is shot." I t was our first iiitolli-
gciico of that terrible tragedy wliieli 
wrung deep sorrow from every heart 
in America. I t seemed iiicroiiible. 
Butall doubts were soon removed when 
we arrived at our hotels, and were 
shown Montreal dailies, with column 
after column devoted to the treasonable 
crime. All our company took supper 
at the Windsor, after which, with sad­
dened hearts, we gathered in one of 
the parlors, to meet the mayorand di.s-
tinguished citizens of Montreal, and 
listen to tlioirexpressioiis of condolence 
and synipatby. At the close of liis re­
marks, the mayor prosciitod tlicfollow-
iiig.: 

licKolvcd, that as Canadians we de­
sire to place on record, our abliorroiifo 
of the terrible crime wliieli Iia.s put in 
danger, and probably (iostroycd tlie 
life of I'rosidoiit Garlield ; anil wo ton-
dor to our Aniorlcan visitors, our liouri-
folt synipatliies and con<loloncos, in 
the presence of what to Iheni must bo, 
witlioutdistinction of jiolliicalopinion, 
a national calamity.

Short addresses were made by other 
distinguisliod Canadians, by C<il. H.

At last wo arose, 
ate ji hurried breakfast, and rushed to 
cliifreli. As we were too much in 
iiasts to put on crape, we were .sjiaroil 
tbe iiidlcrous exjiorionce of d.tajiiiig 
ourselves in mourning, for one whom 
the spectators would have known to 
be alive. The cliairnian of the coiii-
niitteee appointed to purchase crape, 
liad tl/e most mournful exporlcuce. 
Ho invested i!i4.5f» in the dark ombloni 
of sadn^.'ss. Tbo following day ho 
wanted to trade back, but the oiitcr. 
prising dealer, ever on the alert to 
profit froiii patriotic grief, refused to 
receive the goods again. Tlio Michi­
gan man htuS. boon for (Iftocii years a 
trustee of an ortliodox church, and for 
three years superintendent of an ortho­
dox Sunday.ff'cliooI. He had no use 
fertile crape in Canada, and didn't 
want to supi)loinent a life of usefulness 
by essaying the role of a smuggler. 
Besides, he was afiiiid ho never would 
have a funeral in his family to create a 
demand forthegoods. He finally com­
promised tlie matter by trading the 
crape (or a dress pattern, with which 
under his arm, lie successfully stifled 
his conscience, and evaded the cus­
toms oflicer. 

There are many objects of Interest 
to the traveler in Montreal, which Is 
theinctropolisof the Dominion, con­
taining a jiopulatlon of more than Hft,-
000. We sjiont Sunday viewing 
them. Most of the jiarty attended 
High Ma.ssatthe Notre Dame in the 
morning. This is the largestand most 

niagniflccnt Catbolio cathedral on the 
continent, seating 15,000 persons. 
Handsome oil paintings by tlie great­
est masters, illustrating the exciting 
scenes that cluster about thccruclflxion, 
grace the walls on every side. AVax 
figures startlingly life-like, sculptured 
statues, gorgeous frescoing and elabor­
ate fret work, in magnificent prodigal­
ity, dazzle the eye. Everything that 
art can suggest and money purchase, 
to illustrate the Catholic Avorsbip, is 
spread before you with lavish hand ; 
but nothing is provided for the 
physical comfort of tlie worshipers. I t 
would break a prutestant's back to sit 
in one of the straight-backed, uncush-
ioned pews for ten minutes. Happily 
the service is so arranged as -to permit 
the congregation to stand frequently. 
The floors arc made of rough, un])lan-
ed, ill-matched boards, without matting 
or carpeting. This peculiarity is no­
ticed everywhere. Catholics spend 
their money for that which will stim­
ulate their faith and make the events 
narrated in the bible real, but nothing 
for their own personal ease and com­
fort, Protestants provide themselves 
with upholstered pews where they can 
drowse and' nod through a tedious ser­
vice, Tlie results of the two .systems 
are seen. While modern free thought 
and Ingersollism is distracting the 
protestent church, the Catholic faith is 
undimiicd, and it would seem impossi­
ble for a person brought up from child­
hood to witness the life-like portrayal 
of Christ's agony, and see the wax llg-
ure of his liody in life size, with the 
wounded side and hands and foot, over 
to have a thought that the bible story 
is other than true. The devout catho­
lics that can be Ibuiid at an.y hour in 
their outhodnils, fervently counting 
thoir beads and .saying tlieir i)ra,yors, 
attest Ihoir liiilli. 

Wo iiseoiulod the tower of the cathe­
dral, ill)" foot high, from which a fine 
birds-e,vo view of the city can bo had. 
We looked up and down rows of nearly 
deserted avemios. 'i'licre were not on 
the average, five poisons on a sfroot. 
In this towor Is the largest boll on the 
ooiitinont, woighing more than 2i,(KlO 
pounds, and requiring the labor of V2 
men to ring It, In t!ie French quar­
ter the sti'oots of Montreal are narrower 
tiian our alloys. In the Knglish jiart 
they are broad and ologaiit. 

AI'tor dinner wo took a cab and as-
coiulod ^[ouiit itoyal, from whioli the 
cit.v takes its naino, and on wliicli are 
situated tho iMiblic park and protostant 
coiiiotoiy. it is astonishing how iiiuoli 
work the "cabbies" M'ill got out of 
tlioir horses. A carriage containing 
six persons will bo driven at a rattling 
speed, up hill and down, with only 
one hiir.so to furnish tho nnisclo. 5[t. 
Koyal is "oO foot high, ami from its 
snniniit a boautlfiil view is obtained, 
^[ontroal lies nostling at its foot, tlio 
St. i^awronco is soon Just boyoiul, wind­
ing its sorpontlno course, and covoix'd 
with whitesailsanddingy boats. .Still 
farther isdoscriod,liaz.v-bluo in tlie dis­
tance, tho undulating crests of the 
Ailii'onilacks, 

'riie'lOnglish eathoilnil, the now St. 
i'otor's cathodral, now in process of 
eroclion, and wliioli whoii coniplotod 
a hunili'L'il year.-: Iioiico, will bo second 
onl.v to its groat inodol, the .St. I'otcr's, 
ofiJonio ; tho gra,y iiuunory and other 
iiitorosrin,g objects, all have to bo pass­
ed liiii'1'ieill.y by, for ovorylliiiig cannot 
Ijo .soon in one day. 

Wo rot IIni to our hotels for supiioi', 
and at/nine o'clock lake our sloopors, 
to bo whirled awa.y to catch, at early 
iiioriiiiij,^ tho inouiitaih liroozo. Long 
bol'oro we roach ('iorliam, whore we 
leave tho cars, we ride along tho vallo.y 
of thoAiiilroscoggiii lictwooii lofty hills 
wlio.so rocky fronts frown on us from 
cither side. Tills gives us a little fore­
taste of tlie mountain sconoiy soon to 
burst nn our view, and dispels any 
Tears wo ina.y ]iruviousl.y have had that 
tlic supply (|l'stone in tliiscountr.y will 
over be o.'chaiisl'od. 

Wo arrivod lit Gorliain about eight 
o'clock, and .sat down to as liiioabroak-
fast, at the Alpine iioiiso, as man could 
aslv lor. i t was thoFmirlli of ,Tuly and 
tho people! of New Haiiiiishiro wore 
jiatriotlc.

FRIE.MI TI:I''FT:—VOU have doubt-

loss, given your readers an account of 
your rambles, and, lis we traversed 
about the same route, I will give you 
our side trip. 

After resting at Old Orchard Beach

In 
my case it didn't take long; but instead 
of'hiy taking in the situation, it was 
.sadly the reverse—tlic situation took 
mo. Were you everthcrc'i' Asudden, 
dismal feclingjust iiudoryoiirvest but­
tons, the lower ones, Betore you have 
made up your mind whether it is the 
giving away of an ovoi'-ta.xed button, 
or a bad .symptom of dyspepsia, you 
have another. This is notto bo mi.stak-
en; it leaves no room for doubt; you 
stand not on the ordorof going, but go. 
I reached the side of the steamer,)list 
in time. Alas I That brertUfM.?t lliat I 
look stock in to the tintouiit of fifty 
cents; idl the cb.Uii Ohowdcr that I 
had Iilvcstod til, whenever tlic oppor­
tunity presented, all are mingled witii 
tlio waters of tho blue Atlantic, First 
one cud of tlie ship would go up and 
tlicn tlie other. At the end of each 
sucli iierfonuiinee, it would give a suc­
cession of shakes sideways, by way of 
encouraging me to iiiereasj!d aetivily. 
It had the desired eflcct, and in thirty 
minutos I was through, my necktie 
lost, my collar button busted, my 
white vest dcmoralii!ed, myself, wluit 
there was left, llattened out on a coll of 
rope, I came round after a little, re­
paired dainago-!, and enjoyed the bal­
ance of the trip first rate. 

All the way the const was in slglit 
on the right hand, and innumeraljle 
small sail on the left, while occasional­
ly some huge ocean vessel would be 
seen rushing by. The waves Went 
down, and the smaller yachts aud'oyfii 
skills, were all round us, mostly'oh'gag-
ed in catching niackeral. Ntt wonder 
there are collisions, for wc counted 
sevent.y-ninc sail from thestcrn of our 
vessel. I t was ti spleni^'td sight, espe­
cially to one who is not '̂n the habit of 
seeing such things, Th'O co.ist is lined 
with liglit house.*, life-having stations, 
fog-horns, and aM •iieetlful precautions 
to save life, audsVdt tliey seem power­
less in a storm. 

After a ride 'of one hundred and 
thirty miles, at two o'clock, nrternoon, 
we came in sight of Boston lights. 
Soon we âite entering the harbor. I 
wish all '6f tlie readers of your jiaper 
could haS'o been with us for that half 
hour, iia far as the eye could roach, 
nothiTig but vessels swarming the 
waters'of the bay and eoitst. On our 
right rusheaimst a large ocean steamer 
bound for England; on our left lies 
one cfpially as large, at anchor, having 
Just arrived. Close beside Itls anchor-
eel a liirge Fiench man-of-war, black 1 

anti grim, and near to that is coursing 
a U. 8. revenue cutter, trim and saucy, 
while all kinds of floating craft All up 
the balance. It is a city of ships ; I 
might say with truth, a wilderness of 
them: some with their sails all furled 
and at anchor; others with them all 
spread and going out to sea. I t was a 
slglit that I shall long remember. 

After passing several forts, and wind­
ing about, wo come to tbe wharf, and 
step on snore. We reach our hotel, 
and after dinner start for Bunkcrhill. 
We And the place, and begin looking 
it ovbr. Borne additions have been 
made since I was there before, A 
splendid bronze statue to Col. Pres-
cott stands in front of the monument, 
on tbe line of the same breastworks 
that were thrown up under liis com­
mand, thecver-to-bo-reinembered night 
before tho battle. He is represented as 
looking in the samedlrectlon and over 
the same ground that ho did more 
than a century ago, with n drawn 
sword in his right hand, and his left 
extended backward, as if telling his 
men, as he did then, to waste no jiow-
der, and not to fire until they could 
see the white of the enemies' eyes. 
I t is a splendid statue. Here is the 
.siiot where Bob Tombs hoped to call 
tlie roll of his slaves, Robert lied 
about that as he did about other mat­
ters, I tried to fancy to myself how 
the situatioii of to-day difl'ered from 
that hot June dav, when tills samehill 
resounded with the roar of battle. 
Streets and solid blocks of buildings 
surround it now, and all traces of 
that struggle, excepttliishill, have long 
since beeii obliterated. My wife went 
to the ton, I busied myself looking 
over the old relies that have been col­
lected—General Putman's sword, and 
Col, Prescott's pistols, Warren's boots 
and spurs, and many other Interesting 
articles. 

We ^vellt from there to Boston Com­
mons, one of the most beautiful com­
mons in the world, covered with large 
elm trees, clean walks, and green grass. 
The state house fronts on this, as' well 
as some of the principal buildings in 
Boston, Over there is Old 'South 
Church, that Burgoyne used as a rid­
ing school for his troopers. Ail liistor-
ical and well preserved. Further on 
Is tbe garden, lull of statues and llow-
crs. At one side is a statue to com­
memorate the use of ether or chloro­
form, wliicli was llrst used in the 
building fronting it, across tho street. 
In that same building, many years 
ago. Prof Webster killed I'arkliam, 
It Is a beautiful place, and is a credit 
to any city. 

We go on further to Cambridge, and 
pass through the jileasant, shady 
grounds of Old Harvard, How many 
great men nave received their instruc­
tion here. What a world-wide reputa­
tion it has. From here started Col, 
I'l'cseott to fortify Bunkerhlll, and it 
was its president, Mr, Landoii, that 
prayed on tliat dark June evening for 
the success of the undertaking, and 
tlie preservation of the lives of the 
brave men cliosen to perform it. They 
are plain buildings, but many In num­
ber. All have the appearance of wire 
and order. 

We visited tlie Washington elm, 
now going into decay—the very one 
under whose spreading branches 
Washington took command of the 
American army. Things havechanged 
much .since then, but that has changed 
only in years. 

We return to our hotel, feeling that 
wo liave done a good day's work, and 
have been amply repaid. 

We shall look at the balance of the 
jilaces of interest, and tlien goto Ply­
mouth. Will write you again.

iwemite have already recovered the ground 
lost by tbe relapse which set in Saturday. 
He took an increased quantity of nounsbmcnt 
and relished ic He. exproased himself ro-
peatedl; during the day as foehug much bet­
tor, 'rhere was an entue absence of 
febrile feeling yesterday afternoon, which 
the physicians regard as a most-bnjiefnl sign. 
For the tlrst tUno iu throe weeks the patient's 
tomi>eraturo at tbe evening examination was 
normal. There was a full, frue discharge ot 
healthy pus during tbo day. Tho patient has 
obtained more sleep than usual, and has bcon 
greatly nifroshud thereby. Tho physicians ex­
press the beUof that tbo improvomont of yes­
terday was a permanent gain, and that the jm-
tient IS on the way to complete recovery. 

Tho exaiuinations ot tho President s wound 
which have heen made within the last four 
days have led to a different conclusion as to 
the course and location ot tbe ball from that 
which was at llrst ont<irt4iinod. It is now pret­
ty certain that it did not peuotntta tho liver, 
and that, if it touched it, it grazed it iu ils 
(lou'iiward course ; that it is not located in tho 
anterior wall of the abdomen, and did not trav­
erse tho abdominal cavity, but wont dowuwiird 
after being interrupted by tlio rib, and la uow 
located in what tho doctors descrilio aa tbe 
right iliac fossa. This is tho cavity between 
tho front of tijo hip-bone and tho ribs whiou 
contains tbo small intestines. No effort will ho 
made to extract thu bull at proseui unless it is 
fouud to be troublesome. 

A morning newspaper publishes an interview 
wuh Gen. Crocker, Warden of tho jail, about 
Gniteau.

A oitE.VT criminal has just c losed his 
b loody career in the hosiiital of the pris­
on at Odessa, Euss ia . H i s name was 
Vas i ly Tchoomak, h e was 90 years old, 
aud had the reputat ion of h a v i n g com­
mit ted unaided, or . in c o m p a n y with 
others , e ighty murders , aud of also 
hav ing escaped from Siberia n o fewer 
than five t imes. H o was a man of her­
culean proport ions and groat physical 
s trength. After serv ing his term as a 
soldier ho adopted br igandage as a i^ro-
fession, and, with a baud of s ix ty or 
s e v e n t y cut-throats , kept the v icu i i ty of 
Odessa in a state of terror for years . 
A b o u t 1850, after a desperate encounter 
with the authorit ies , in w h i c h fifteen 
men were kil led and wounded, h e was 
c a p t u r e d ; subsequent ly , h e was sen­
tenced to twenty years ' hard lalior in 
Siberia, and to bo flogged. F i v e years 
later he escaped back to Odessa, b u t •wna 
again caught , tried and sent into captiv­
ity. I n 18(59 h e aga in found h i s way 
back to Odessa, was caught , retried aud 
again sent to S i b e r i a ; but he escaped, 
was recaptured and for tho fourth t ime 
tried and removed again to .Siberia, 
About a month ago h e again appeared at 
Odessa, whore h e was caught in at tempt­
ed theft b y tho owners of the proiierty 
and HO badly beaten that death resulted. 
I t is proposed to send h i s brain t o Dr, 
Benodekt , of Vienna, for examinat ion, 
that gent leman b e i n g re)Uited to have 
devoted much attention to tho brains of 
notorious criminals. 

Tirn Now York Herald has authent ic 
information that there has been sub­
scr ibed in tho North nnd in Eiu'opo for 
investment iu tho S o u t h during the last 
e ighteen m o n t h s 8100,000,000. Most of 
this m o n e y has been p u t in to the States 
east of the Mi.ssissippi and in tho coun­
try south of Richmond . I t has gone 
mainly, of course, into railroads. B u t 
.S2,0l)0,000 have lately been invtjsted in 
cotton f ietorics in Ai igusta alone; and 
considerable s u m s have been l en t to 
planters and to mercant i le or industrial 
enterprises .

convention ctivoring the whole quest ion 
was made years ago be tween E n g l a n d 
and Franco.

ror Dioclet ian issued a decree requiring 
all Chi ist iaus to deliver u p their sacred 
writ ings to be burned, on pena l ty of 
torture and death. T h e decree went in­
to olfeot s imultaneous ly i n the various 
provinces of the empire, and ohurohos 
were broken into hi the search for cop­
ies of the sacred writings, aud when tho 
books coidd no t be fouud those w h o wern 
supposed to be their custodians were 
tortured till t h e y told their secret or 
died. Private individuals were exam­
ined with inexorable rigor, and bribes 
and tortures were freely applied. S o m e 
y ie lded and del ivered u p tlieir precious 
manuscripts to be burned. T h e y ware 
not many w h o did so , but for those who 
did a new word of infamy came uito 
u.se. T h e y were called ' •de l iverersup, ' ' 
"triul i tores" iu tho Lat in , and from tuia 
came our E n g l i s h "tra i tors ," .( 

T H E story of the origin of the phrase 
" the dark horse ," which is now so com­

SOCIETY. 

All Aocoiint of I ts rormatlon. 
We have had the pleasure, since our 

lost issue, of looking over the filed 
minutes of the initiative proceedings 
taken, nearly thirty years ago, In the 
formation of the Ingham County Agri­
cultural Society. We found them so 
interesting that we thought our read­
ers might bo pleased to call them to 
mind. 

Theflrst steps were taken at a gath­
ering of the enterprising pioneers "in 
pursuance of a call for a public meet^ 
Ing of 'the farmers of Ingham county,' 
for the purpose of organizing a county 
Agricultural Society." 

A large number of ])ersons attended 
the meeting, which was held at the 
court house in the village of Mason, on 
Thursday, Doe. 2i), 1S33, at one o'clock 
in the afternoon. I t was called to or­
der by electing Hon. F . S, Fitcli, of 
Bunkcrhill, chairman, and O. M. 
Barnes, of Mason, secretary. 

Mr. Barnes ofl'erod the following res­
olution, which, after remarks from 
many gentlemen present, was unani­
mously adojrted ; 

"Jie.iolued, that, in the opinion of 
this meeting, there should be organized 
an Ingham County Agrieultuml Soci­
ety." 

A committee of seven, consisting of 
Franklin LaEuo, F. S. Fitch, H. A. 
Hawley, John W.FrencU,0. M. BarJies, 
Wni. H. Chapman and Geo. B. Fuller, 
was then appointed to draft a consti­
tution and by laws. 

A committee of one from each town­
ship Avas also appointed "to aid in the 
formation of a society, and to solicit 
subscriptions to a fund for the same.
