deep wound in the Genoral’s neck, which
seriously interferes with respiration. Sev
eral journals  assert  that M. Floquet's
sword penctrated  General  Boulanweer's
neck six centimeters ut a point between
the jugular vein and tho earotid artery.

Pa., July l‘) —The waters
that have been sweeping the valley of tho
Mononguhela and the valleys of its tribu.
taries for the last few days are agaln
falling into their natural channels., They
leave in their teack scenes of desolation
and ruin that have never had their coune
terpurt in the same localities. From Pitts-
burgh to the mountain fustncsses of Ran-
dolph County, W. Va, towns have boen
ruvaged, manufactories have been inun-
dated, boats have been sunk, houses and
lumber have been flonted off, ficlds with
their wheat in shock and growing
crops have been devastated, families
driven to the hills for sheiter, and in many
instances tho aceumulations of ycars of toil
und seclf-denial havo been lost inan hour.
The losses entailed by the flood will not
fall short of 3,000,000, a large proportion
of which falls with erushing cffect upon
the people of the thriving counties of
Mongalin, Marion, Taylor, Harrison,
Lewis, Barbour, Upshur and Randolph, in
West Virginia.

In Pennsylvanin the losses are in the
counties of Allegheny, Washington, West-
moreland, Fayette and Greene, the heay-
iest being in Allegheny, Washington and
Fayette. These losses fall most heavily
upon the ownoers of conl property, railrond
companics and furmers,

FREE TRADE DEFINED.
Why the Terms Democrat and Free
Trader Are Synonymous, :
By general consent the Republican
party applies the term {ree trade to
the Democratic party, and, when
spoken of in connection with the tariff,
it is called the ‘free trade party."
The Democrats object to this name,
and the greater portion of the Demo-
cratic press protost against the appli-
cation of the term. Let us see how
this is. In tho first place no small fac-
tion of the Democratic party are free
traders, according to their own state-
ments, and, when speaking for the
party, claim that the platform is much
more of & free trade platform than a
protection one. An analysis of the
tariff plank of 1884, which was re-
affirmed at St. Louis, must be accepted
as the sentiment of the party regarding
the subject. There is but one material |;
point in that platform, for, regardless’
of all that is said conceérning labor and
wages, the essence of the whole resolu-
tion is found in the words: “We de-
mand that Federal taxation shall be ex-
clusively for public purposes.”” This
is simply another way of saying: “a
tariff for revenue only,” which was he
langunge of tho platform of 1880, or,
“*we domand that all custom-house tax-
ation shall be only for revenue,” which
was the language of 1876, A torvif
for revenue only,” or ‘‘exclusively for
‘public purposes,’” can not mean a
tariff for uny thing clse. It means a
“tariff for revenue only’’ regardless of
evory other consideration, for werve
other objects considered it could not be
a tariff for revenue only or for public
purposes exclusively, “Only” or ‘‘ex-
clusively can not mean more, and
rovenue simply is all that is embraced
in the term. A tavift that does not
protect the intorests for which it was
designed from foreign influences, is in
every material sense free trade. A
tariff for revenuc only can not mean o
protective tariff. Protection does not
enter into the idea of a revenuo tariff
at all. It is no part of it, and if such a
tariff would prove protective it would
bo only accidental. ‘Incidental pro-
tection’ is no protection. Any thing
that may or may not be, is not, and
the only protection that can be is di-
rect. Tho difference between the two
parties is, the Republicuns demand pro-
tection as the prime factor of a tariff,
while the Democrats demand revenue
as the only purpose of duties on ime
ports,. A revenue tariff can not be a
protective tariff, for the stimulus which
a reduction of duties will give impor-
tation will make necessary so great a
reduction that the protective element
will entirely disappear, and its effect
be lost. When this is gone what have
we béttor than free trade? According
to tho declarations of the party we do
not see why objections should be urged
to the torm of freo traders.—Chicago
Current (Ind.).

Fifth avenue hangs an oil painting of
President Arthur and of Marshal
MecMahon, On the wall is a portrait
of Rev. Daniel O. Morton, Mr. Mor-
ton's father, and Rev. Levi Parsons,
his grandfather, who was the first
American missionary to Palestine.

His little daughters play
ut will, and his wife sits in a great easy
chair and talks with him,

Much of their conversation is of
charitable works, Mr.Morton isalways
putting his hand in his pocket to help
along some charity, and Mrs, Morton
is a willing helpmeet.

Sheis an active member of many
charitable organizations, and takes a
personal interest in many cases of mis-
fortune brought to her attention,

Mrs, Morton, in company with other
ladies, has often been seen visiting the
tenement houses and other haunts of
the poor, earrying delicacies to the
bedside of the sick and money to the
unfortunate. She is a patroness of
the Manhattan Eye and Ear hospital,
the Young Woman’s Christian associ.
ation, and other laudable institutions,
and displays an active interest in all
charitable works, Mrs, Morton also

gone with me to a little log house
where a rough, profane man lived
about & little more than a year ago,
but where now the same man is speak-
ing nothing but the praises of Jesus,
youwould be glad. Respected for his
honesty and feared beeause of his flery
temper, Mr. Curtiss has been known
for years in this section of country.
But now, three times a day, the family
is gathered for prayer and an old-fashe

He is a pow-
erful man who came to his place from
a life in the lumber woods, He has a
Winchester, new pattern., He can
raise it to his shoulder and drop a deer
one hundred rods away., He is the
best shot in the vicinity. But so strict
are the game laws this season that
little hunting is done at present. A
small lake is just over the clearing,
thick with bass and pickerel that go
up from four to ten pounds in weight.

DYNQM!TEARS“ ON: TRIAL.
‘The Alleged Conapirators Againat the
Burlington Road Hauled var the Coals

~Damaging Evidenne Against Them.

Cnicaao, July 14.—The preliminary. ex-
amination of the men who are under arrest
on.the charge of having conspired to de-
stroy. the property of the Chieago, Burling-

United States
Commissioner Hoyne, in this city.
The principals are J. Q. Wilson,
Thomas Brodorick and John Bowles. In
custody and closely watched are Alexander
Smith (who is said to have *squecaled "),
J. H. Baureisen and George Goding, They
are charged with violating soction 5353
of the reviscd statutes of the United
States. The statute itself is inoffensive
enough, as it simply provides for imposing
a fine upon persons who shall carry ex-
plosives upon any vehicle which runs be-
tweon States, This, however, was
simply the protext upon which the
men were arrested. The ‘real ob-
ject of the Burlington, whose em-
ployes ‘'the prisoners had previously
been, and the United States, was to show
that a .dynamite plot existed among the
brotherhood of engineers and firemen,
which, if carried out, would entail the do-
struction of & vast amount of property and
the probible loss of life.

The proceedings began at 11 o'clock a.
m. District-Attorney Ewing outlined the
prosecution in his opening address, in
which he said he thought it would appear
from the evidenco that on the 20th of May a
dynamite cartridge was exploded by tho
pussage of a train near Aurora; another at
South Auroraonthe14th of June. 'The first
explosion broke the flanpe of a wheel.
The evidence, he said, would show that a
few days before the explosion Bowles went
into Hogo's room and showed him dyna-
mite cartridges and talked with him about,
tho use of explosives, After that Bowlos
met Smith and  told him how dyna-
mite could be wused, On the 20th of
May Bowles showed Smith a cartridgo
similar to those found is possession of the
defendants, Mr. Ewing then said that
Bmith and Bowles drove a few miles outof
Aurora, and that the Intter alighted from
the buggy and put the cartridge on the
track, and that it exploded just be-
fore they got buck to town, A few days
seftorward Bowles told Smith that he was
gong to get more eartridges and would
leave someo fulminating caps with him,
Bauoreisen aftervard told Smith that
Bowles had left a package for him,
which Smith obtained, Junc 14 Bauer-
eison  asked Smith if he had set
oif uny of tho cartridges. “No, not yet,”
was the response,  “This would be n good
night to do it,” replicd Bauercisen., That
night Smith set off ane of the cartridgos at
South Aurora and told Bouereisen that he
had done so.

About July 5, it was stated tho evidence
would show that Smith met Broderick and
was sent by him to Goding's: house to ob-
tain some dynamito cartridges and caps,
Goding gave him four cartridges, contain-
ing about half a pound of dynamito, Smith
took them to the brotherhood hall in
Aurorn and delivered them. Ho met
at the hall Broderick, Bowles, and
Bauereisen, and told them that the pack-
ago was in the ante-room. The evidence,
it was said, would show that Broderick,
Bowles, Wilson and Baucereisen shortly
afterward left the hall and took the truin
for Chicago., The three first-named were
arrested on route, and dynamite cariridges
were found in their possession,

Samuocl C. Madden, agent of the Atlas
Dynamite Company, was placed on the
stand and oxplained the composition of
dynamite und fulminating caps. Jobn J,
Kelly, a locomotive engineer, wus the next
witness, He said that in May he wus scc-
retary to Chiairman Hogo, of tho Locomo-
tive Enginecors’ Grievance Committees He
was asked if he had ever seon dynawite at
the headguarters of the committee at the
Grand Pacific Hotel in this city. Heo said:
v Therc was a package thero siaid'to eontain
dynamite, llowles was the man who brought
it in and it was openecd in the presence of
Hoge, Fowler, and myself, Then Mr. lowles
took some cups from his wcket which lie said
were used in exploding the dynamite, Bowles
had five or six eartridges, and spoke of going
up on the Fulton branch of the road. He said
that he put it on the rall and kept it in place
by sheet lead."

At the afternoon examination Kelly told
the court that all the time Bowles visited
Hoge with the dynamite there was a man
named Fowler present. He made a
memorandum  of the circumstance at
tho time, beecause he knew it was
contrary to the rules of the brother-
hood for any member to contomplate
measures of violence, He denied that he
had been promised his liberty or uny thing
clse for testifying in these cases, and he
did not think the prosccution of the con-
spiracy charge against him would be
dropped. He was in the custody of the
police voluntarily and beenuse he deomed
it best to tell all he knew of the fucts in
the two cases,

Thomas C. Lloyd, a hardware dealer at
Noblesville, Ind., identitied Bowles as the
man who had on three different occasions,
between the Iatter part of May and the
latter part of June, visited his store, each
time purchasing about five pounds of dyna-
mite or Hercules powder, with caps
and fuse. Lloyd's story was cor-
roborated by Andrew E, Barnes, his clerk,
who said he had sold Bowles dynumite on
ut least two diffarent. occusions,

When Bowles visited Noblesville he was
in the habit of stopping at the houseof a
man named Sapper, who lived a mile and a
Rulf from tho town. Thomuas Jester, who
also lived with Sapper, was called to the
stand and told of Bowles! visits, Ho swore
that on one occusion Bowles boasted in his
presence that ho was “ going over to Cres-
ton, In,, to raisc a little h—1 among the
boys.” '

Kirk Howe was the last of the damaging
witnosses from ludiana. Hoe is aclerk ina
stove at Westileld, Heo positively identi-
fied Bowles as the man to whom he had
sold cight sticks of *D" dynamite some six
weeks ago. He described accurately how
he pucked tho dynamite and the fuscin a
wooden cundy box and delivered it to
Bowles. He examined one of the cartridges
with the threc men on July §, and said it
was the sume in appearance as that sold by
him,

This box is in possession of the railrond
ofticials, but they did not produce 1t, as it
is to be used as evidence in the trial of the
Hogo conspiracy case. It is thought to be
the receptacle in which tho dynamite wau
curried into the Grand Pacific Hotel.

If peas and
beuns, for instance, are cookefl in hard
water, contizining dimo und gypsum, they
will not boil tender, because rthese sub-
stances hawe.n tendency to hevden vege-
table eascine,  Now, many vegetables, as
onions, boil nearly tastcless in eoft wuter,
becnuse all the flaver is boiled out. The
addition of eult oftan checks this, as in the
cuso of onians, -causing the vegetables to
retain vheir peculine flavoring principles,
besides such mutritious matter as might
be lost in fhe «aft water,
finest dishes in the werld are zuined by
the use of hinrd avater when -¢oft is re-
quired, 1ltis.n -Scionve that car best be
learned by actual experience in  the
capacity of zssistant chef, 1t maquires a
long apprenticeship and a natural aptitude
to become a great-cookand to understand
“water, Now,toextriact the juice of meaut
.to make a bretth or soup, soft water, un-
salted and cold at first, is the best, for u
much more readily penetrates the tissue.
But Tor boiling, avhere thn juices should be
wwetained, hard seater or soft water salted is
preferable, and the meat should be put in
wihile the watee is boiling, 80 as to close up
ithe pores at once. I have two ussistunts,
and once o week f lecture them ox the
nraper use of hard and soft svater in cook-
ing certain dishes. In answer to your
facetious question above I will state that
wat anly raw food should be clean, but that
wentar goes a long way in keeping a first.

How to Make Good Butter on the Farm
with Little Expense,

Persons who have but o few cows
and are not on o cream route of some
creamery, or the milk route of some
cheese Mctory, mny make good crenm-
ery butter at home with litile expense
for utensils,

If duiry supplies ure sold near you,
et n few *'sotters”—tall pails, or have
any tinner make you some. ‘They hold
about four gallons cach, Have n boy
or tank that will hold water, in which
to set the puils when filled with milk,
Fill the tank with cold water and cool
the milkk thoroughly; dvaw off the
wator and refilly if the tank is in the
shade, this will'keep the milk, in op.
dinary weather, in good condition for
twenty-four hours, It should then be
skimmed. .

The c¢ream should be thoronghly
stirred whenever additions are made to
churning, and the whole kept in a cool
plues till ready to churn, which can be
done ns you uro accustomed to do,
You will bo surprised at the improved
quality of your butter over the old
method of sctting in shallow pans, un
