eral favor. Twenty-three . boards have 
wired t h e ll l inois state board indorsing 
t i l e proposition, l t has pointed out 
that Asiatic cliolera is an ' e.\-

. otic and must he imported in order to 
a f l i i c t this country. From i t s first in­
troduction in ,1SS3 iiistory shows that 
its importation lias never been effeeted 
save through tlie persons and persontil 
effects of. immigrants. It is t h e con-
sensus of belief among sanitarians arid' 
h e n i t h . o f l i c i a l E that to suspend immi­
gration now would be to insure imihu-
nity from a cholera epidemic.

of the Metropolitan opera house, which 
has rung witli the notes of Patti and 
Lyman .and Cainpauini, where great 
balls and banquets and reeepUons have 
been held, was destroyed by f i r e Satur­
day morning. Tlie fire brolce out after 
9 o'clock. ' It liad its origin on tlie 
fourth floor, directly over the stage, 
where tlie frame said to be the largest 
in the world, upon whicii the scenery 
is painted, is fixed. Just how the'flre 
started is not known positively. 
The opera house occupies tlie plot 
of ground .200 b.v 2.50 feet, bound­
ed ,by. ltvoadway. Fortieth, street, 
Seventh avenue and Thirty-eighth 
street. . The stage , is , on, the 
Seventh avenue side. It was nooiilbei 
fore the.firo.wasconsidered under com­
plete control. Tho flumes swept 
through tlie great auditorium, and in a' 
fow minutes little was left of,it .except 
tlie iron >f̂ prl5. The fire caught..the 
riehl.y adorned circle of boxes, and 
the.v were at once a ,̂  flaming 
furnace. The flre froin tlie 
floor eanie up to meet the circle of 
boxes, and tho continued, flames then 
swept onw.ird to the roof and tlirough 
it. Tiie roof was rapidl.v consumed, 
the great beams falling inwiird.; The 
iron work-of 'the seats in the" audi-, 
torium soon gave wa.y and tlie whole' 
mass tumbled into .tho' cellar. Tiie 
flames raged for an hour- or so' in tlie 
building, and when t l i e y . had some-
wlmt abated it was , found they had 
done a vast amount of damage.

After the death of K i n g Strang, the i 
coloiiy w a s without u leader, and soon | 
a l o t of Irish Ilshermen from the north ' 
of Ireland persscuterl the Mormons and 
drove tliem froiii the Island, and wit i i 
t i i e i u banished the last trace of Mor-
monism from tlie sacred s o i l of Mich-
Igan. 

Tiiere are tiow about 400 inhabitants 
on tiie Island, descendants, of the 
original Irish invaders. 

'l'he princitial occupation of the 
p e o p l e is agriculture and flsliiug. 

St. James, named i n lienor of ICing 
James Strang, the iargest town on the 
Island, contains one store and three 
saloons, 'l'he religion of every man, 
woman and child on the Island is 
Roman Catliollc. In politics they are 
democratic to a man. 

A n old man wliom we met tliere 
confided to me the secret,^that they a l l 
voted against Blaine beouuse he re-
fused to attend his nioilier's funeral, 
they taking It as a personal matter as 
they a l l claimed to be cousins to 
Blaine's, iiiotlier. Surely they are a 
quaint and primitive people. M a n y of 
tliein were born on the Island and 
iiave never beenoflfroin it. They have 
never enjoyed that exquisite pleasure 
of iieuring the sweet telephone g i r i 
si i i g ont " W iiut nu III her please?'' or the 
pleasure of a ride ou the electric cars, 
or heard the mighty words of civiliza­
tion best voiced i l l our gigantic rail-
road system. Tliey ought to be a very 
l i H p p y people for they have no doctors 
on the Island to make them sick or no 
lawyers to get them into trouble. 

The priest prescribes some simples 
or applies roots and herbs when sick-
neas overtakes tbein, and wben tbey 
lay down the burdens of life, tender 
and loving hands make the cofnn and 
shroud and act as undertaker and 
sexton as well , and tbe dear ones are 
laid tenderly <«t rest.

We 
apologize for wrongs done to our fel­
lows, but some o f us, perhaps, 'have 
committed ten thousand times ten.

, We read nothing in this stor.v—tlils 
parablefounded oti'eyerday life—we 
read nothing about the, mother.
