MILK PRODUCERS ASSOCIATION
MAKES PUBLIC STATEMENT.

1927 Best {n Five Years, Local Mar-
ket Best In State Outside Cify
Fluid Milk Area.

Patrons of the Laboratory Products
Company not only have received a
higher average price for their mllk
during 1927 than has been received
since 1923 but have actually received
more for their product than has been
paid by any other n}anufuctu'rer of
milk produets in Michigan, or in oth-
er words have received a higher price
than has been paid for milk outside
the fluid milk markets of the eities.
The above facts are disclosed in a
statement just issued to membqrs_of
the Mason Milk Producers Association
by its bourd of directors. Milk price
for the month of December was fixed
al $2.35 at a meeting of the directors
held last week,

“ihe record was disclosed when t‘he
representatives of the Mason Associa-
tion met with the manager of the milk
concern to consider prices for the
month,”’ reads the statement, “It s
a record which interests every dairy
farmer and especially gratifying to
members of the association, For three
vears this association ‘has worked
enrnestly and successfully to bring
about conditions and relationships
that would produce larger net returns
over long periods of time,

“It is true that this past year has
not seen o high peak price us in the
year of 1926, In 1926, the highest
price paid was $2.40, This was also
true during one month in 1923, Dur-
ing the year 1926, however, the m.llk
went as low as $2.00 per ewt., which
brought the average for the year down
to $2.14. The vear 1927, during seven
months, paid a price of $2.35, and
during five months it was only ten
cents holow that amount, or $2.25
This made an average for the entire
yvear ol §2.31, )

“Phe yoar 1923 had the next highest
average, which was $2.30. The lqw
price paid that year was $2.20, while
the high price was $2.40. In.1024, the
average was $1.85, with a lmy price
of $1.55 and «a high |)l‘icp of $2.30.
During the year 1925, which was the
vear of organization of the Mason
Milk Producers’ Assotintion, the av-
erage price was $2.07. The low point
of that vear was $1.85, while the high
point was $2.30. 1926 suww a seven cent
increase over 1920, or an averuge
price of $2.14; the low price of tl]nt
year wis $2.00, while the high price
was $2.40, During 1927, there has only
been the vaviation of 10c per cwt,
throughout the entire year, ,wl,th_ a low
point of $2.25 and a high™ point of
$2.35.

“Phis narrowing down between the
low price and high price paid during
the year is not breught about just by
Caceident, but by a well defined policy
that has been adopted between the
producers’ organization and the Lab-
oratory Products  Company. It s
thought by the [)l'O(ll!(:Cl‘h" arganiza-
tion that the furmer, in order to bet-
ter guuge his business, should have a
fairly uniform and stable price, rath-
or than one that fluctuates violently.
It is hoped that during the next yeur,
it will not be necessary to drop the
price to a level much belqw the low-
est price received in 1926, 1t is im-
possible, of course, to tell at this date
what can be done, because there are
many conditions that must be taken
into consideration each month when
the conference is held between buyer
and seller, but the producers are rep-
resented and have become conversant
with the business to the point where
they will use their best judgment in
establishing a priee, and do cvery-
thing possible to p;et_the l‘nghestAre-
turns over & )nngvpe\uod of time Lh.uF
can possibly be secured for the 1}\‘“1\
which is delivered by the farmers. T'he
Laboratory Products Company is ’full_\'
co-operating with the prmlpcgrs or-
ganization, and as they are interested
in receiving a large quantity of good
quality milk, they are desirous of im-
proving the price to the farmers as

much as they possibly can, and still,

have it consistent with their business,
which must be conducted at a profit
in order to continue and develop.

Everybody Loses

Something more than two years have passed since the Michigan Utilities
Commission denied the application of the Richards Mason-Lansing bus lines
Tor a permit to extend its scrviee to Jackson, at the same time granting to
Michigan Electric Railway interests the right to operate over the route cov-
ered by the Richards lines and which the latter had built into a satisfactory
and remunerative business.

Following the hearing hefore the commission anil before its decision had
deen announced, the NEWS in discussing the matter said:

“I've only question now before the Michigan Utilities Commission is the
question of who shall profit from the bus business over M-14 highway, Shall
it go to the man who built it up or to those who have consistently opposed
all bus travel until forced to abandon their fight and try to save something
froml the wreckage? Will the traveling public get better serviee from an
individual who has pioncered in the business from its very inception or from
4 corpovation oppoesed to the idea and whose major investments are'in steel
rails and copper wire? Leaving the matter of justice and equity entirely out
of the question which is the more apt to serve those who depend on this
means of travel in going about their daily affairs? These are fair questions
which members of the utilities commission should ask themselves belore de-
ciding who shall be given the franchise to operate public busses between
Lansing and Jackzon.” ’

In the face of the recent raixe in fares charged on the Lansing-Jackson
bus lines and in view of the serviee which the residents of this part of the
county are enjoying, the questions then suggested to the commission now
assume added significance.

In July, 1925, when Mr. Richards was attempling lo guard his business
against those who would usurp it, residents of this ¢ity had at their serviee
nineteen eleetric trains to Lunsing and seventeen from Lansing to Mason, 13
of which continued on to Jackson, Augmenting this service were seventeen
Richards busses operating euch way belween here and Lansing, making
thirty-six interurban and highway conveyances to Lansing ecach day and
ihirty-four from Lansing. Bus fares were then thirty-five cents with a re-
duction when tickets were purchased. Electrie lares were the same as now.
‘Today it costs fifty cents to ride a bus to Lansing,

But the raise in fares is the least of the penalties which Mason people
have heen made to suffer. Today instead of seventeen busses each way there
are but eight, Today instead of thivty-two clectric trains each way there are
but. {wenty-one, Neither busses nor trains run at hours convenient to the
shop and office worker as in 1925, Factory workers are forced to drive their
own conveyances regardless of the inercased cost because they must be at
their task at certain hours, Compared with a total of eighty-three busses and
trains in and out of Mason in 1925 there are now but thirty-six.

And yet there is still another angle to the matter. Richards was not only
furnishing frequent and convenient serviee to the traveling public—he was
making money at it. The decision which gave the business to the present
operators was confessedly a move to save the electric interests from finan-
cial ruin. The decision, if we are to believe what the city of Lansing evidently
believes, has not saved the electric road from financial loss. But it has result-
ed in great financial loss to Mr, Richards and in great inconvience to residents
along the lines who found the service offered by privately owned bus lines
vastly superior to the present.

Meanwhile, during the period of waiting for the Michigan Electric Rail-
ways to gasp its last breath and get out of the scene, it is interesting to
note that Michigan has reached second place among the states in the matter
of mileage covered by bus routes, having 541 highway passenger carrviers in
daily service with gross annual earnings amounting to approximately five and
a half million dollars, Bus fares are shown in almost all cases to be lower
than railroad fares., Highways over which bus lines are operated are costing
the state an average of $380.18 per mile. per annum according to a survey
just completed by engineers of the Michigan State College. Of this main-
tenance cost $29.56 is returned to the state by way of taxes collected from
bus line operators. As Michigan's net work of paved highways increases in
mileage and usefulness, the operation of bus and freight lines will become
‘more and more a matter of public concern and a matter which will demand
inereased intelligence in legisiative control, .

Cash -From Fertilizers

VALUE OF INTELLIGENT SELEC-
TION MEETING TOPIC.

—_— _
The value of fewer analyses in fer-
tilizers will be one of the topics dis-
cussed in the fertilizer meetings sch-
eduled in Tngham county the week of
January 2, by J. G. Wells, Jr,, county
agricultural agent. Because of intelli-
gent buying by so many farmers in
Michigan the past few years, some
fertilizer companies, have reduced the.
number of analysis to fifteen or twen-
ty different ones, while formerly the
demand required them to make
as many as one hundred dif-
ferent brands. This has cut the
overhead about $5.00 a ton, which has
been passed on to the farmers, mak-
ing an estimated annual saving o
$625,000 to the farmers of the state.
The soils department of the Michi-
gan State College has, fo}' the past:
fifteen years, been conducting experi-
ments with different fertilizers of var-
ious soil types in different parts of the
state, Information over this long per-
iod of time has 'shown the need of only
a few analyses of fertilizers for the
major crops, and this list is known as
Standard Fertilizers for Michigan,
Ingham county farmers will have an
opportunity to hear this information
on fertilizers at the meetings mention-
ed above, schedules of which will soon
be announced by Mr. Wells, -it is.

Judges Say State
. Leads In Alfalfa

MICHIGAN GROWS  GREATEST
ACREAGE OF EASTERN STATES.

Michigan won first plice among the
States east of the Mississippi in an
interstate contest to determine the ex-
tent and results of the program for
the increase of alfalfa acreage within
their horders, according to a report
made by judges selected from the U,
S, Department of Agriculture.

Michigan also now holds first rank
in total alfalfa acreage in this group
of States, The greater part of this
acreage has heen planted within the.
past few years as. farmers beeame
convinced of the value of alfalfa for
improving soils and feeding livestock,

Speeial trains, dairvy-alfalfa  cam-
paigns, and hay-day demonstrations
have all been used to spread the in-
formation in Michigan of the need for
alfalfa and other legumes in a profit-
able farming program,

L. D. Kurtz, Tarm crops specialist at
Michigan State Collepe, who has heen
in charge of the alfalfa extension
work in Michigan, was awarded a
nrize of a two week trip through the
Unintah Basin, an alfalfa seed pro-
ducing area in Idaho, as a result of
the interstate contest, .

Sanilac county made the greatest
increase of any Michigan county in
the number of acres of alfalfa sown
during the past year, Kalamazoo and
Missaukee counties also made not-
able additions to the area planted to
this crop within their borders,

We Need More
Aerial Garages

Two boys, brothers, the older only
eleven years of age, plaved together
in a simply furnished room, Suddenly
they heuard steps, and looking up saw
their father enter,

“Here’s something for you!” he said
and tossed a buzzing contrivance into
the air. With a whir of wings the
thing flew to the ceiling, bumped, and
fell to the floor.

“What is it?7"” the boys cried, “It
flies!” Both jumped for the toy, now
lying on the carpet, They picked up
the cork, hamboo and paper thing,
twisted its rubber bands again and let
it go.

Who would have thought that the
bringing of a toy would change the
ways of men, giving a new means of
communication, revolutionize war and
enable explorers to sail at will over
polar jce or tropic jungles”

Because Bishop Milton Wright, then
fifty years of age, brought home that
whirligig, that flying top, and gave it
to his Dboys, Wilbur and Orville
Wright, he set in motion the remark-
able train of ovents, that led his.sons
in 1903, to invent the airplane.

Today the airplane is rapidiy ap-
proaching its time for general adop-
tion as a universal transportation
medium, The postoffice department
has given a concineing demonstration
of what the {lying machine can be
made to accomplish in saving us that
most precious of all commodities,
Time,

Passenger planes capable of carry-
ing u dozen persons will be seen in
the air and regular bookings will be
taken for intercity service the same
as for ocean travel or for railway
passuge. The passenger plane for fam-
ily use, and sport models, will be mar-
keted and exploited widely. The air-
ship—which in our country is under-
woing developments that augur well
for its continued use, promises great
things for the luture.

But for personal and individual
transportation within cities, hetween
the office and the home and for com-
fortable travel through the scenic
beauties of the country, the automo-
bile reigns supreme, The greatest de-
terrent to automobile progress was
our one pitiful inadequacy of good
roads, Similarily, the problem of the
airplane is the problem of landing
places. ; :

The establishment of landing places
and aerial garages is at this time the
principal concern of the airplane in-
dustry, That settled, we shall see air-
plane production mount steadily until
aerial traflic policemen are a common
sight and the aviation journals begin
to discuss the “saturation point.”
