The baby's body
wasg struckk by a fender and was
hurled through the alr, Her neck was
broken and death was instantaneous.

Jones stated that he was driving at
4 speed hetween 25 and 30 miles per
hour and did not see the child in time
to stop his car. He said that he no-
ticed the boy playing in the yard and
kept his eye on him and did not see
the girl run Into the road.

Leslle Deputy Sheriff Emmons Wil-
son notified the sherifl’s office in Ma-
son of the fatal accident. Deputy O,
G. Langham and Justice William §.
Seclye, acting as coroner, investi-
gated. It was said Thursday morning
that an investigation will be made
by Prosecutor Richard B. Foster and
state police. Judge Seelye said that
there was no apparent reason why
the driver could not have seen the
child in the road.

BUNPER CHERRY Chp

AT SILSBY 0RCHARDS

PICKERS NEEDED TO HANDLE
RECORD ITARVEST.

There will be no excuse for un-
employment for the next week. Har-
vesting of a record cherry crop at
Hugh Silsby’s orchard on West
Columbia i3 scheduled to start Sat-
urday. There are 350 trces in the
five-acre cherry orchard and a con-
servative estimate is that the average
pick will equal two bushels per
tree.

The “pick and buy” system will
prevail for the pickers. Those who
pick can buy their own fruit at dc
per pound. Several hundred pickers
are expected to take advantage of the
opportunity.

Quality is supreme in the Silshy
orchard this year. The trees, now
nine years old, are approaching full
production. All the cherries are Late
Montmorency. They have been spray-
ed four times this year. The next to
the last spraying used 900 gallons
while . the last spraying this” week
used 1200 gallons.

Some trees are so loaded with fruit
that branches are bent to.the ground.
The cherries are ripe and packed with
juice. The sight is worth traveling
miles to see. In fact, there are no
cherry orchards in the famous Trav-
erse City cherry area which have
finer fruit than the Silsby orchard
this year.

There are many other fine crops of
cherries in Ingham county this year,
The Stiles and Taylor orchards near
Leslie, the King-Carter Nursery or-
chard, the Jewett orchard and the
Ervin Neal orchard near Mason have
excellent crops, Most of the crops
are being picked under the “pick
and buy” system.

PROSECUTOR ANNOUNCES
REELECTION  CANOIDACY

FOSTER HAS BUILT UP ENVI-
ABLE RECORD.

Richard B. (Dick) Toster, present
Ingham county prosecuting attorney,
has announced hig candidacy for re-
election In the coming November
election. He is now serving his first
term, having been eclected on the
Republican ticket in 1938 when he
defeated the Democratic incumbent
in a hotly contested campaign which
aroused county-wide attention.

During his term in office, the
prosecutor and his two assistants
have handled more than 3500 crim-
inal cases and have a number of im-
portant convictlons to the credit of
the office. Some of these cages have
been against public officials. A for-
mer deputy commissioner of agricul-
ture for the state of Michigan was
convicted of forgery after having
padded the payrolls of his depart-
ment; and an Ingham county road

There is pending in the eircuit court,
at the present time, a charge against
a former legal adviser to the auditor
general of the state of Michigan,
Other cases have included two con-
victions for perjury and four convic-
tions for negligent homicide. In addi-
tion to this work, Foster hasg also
served as counsel for the Ingham
county hoard of supervisors and
other county offices and agencies,

In January, 1940, Foster presented
a petition to the Ingham county cir-
cuit court for an investigation of the
affairs of the Ingham county road
commission. The grand jury investi-
gation which followed Tevealed ir-
regularities and resulted in the re-
moval of two commissioners in addi-
tion to the convictions for bribery
ahove mentioned,

Foster is a life-long resident of
Lonsing and before assuming his
present duties as prosecuting attor-
ney was a practicing attorney for
many years and a member of the law
firm of Foster & Cameron, Mr. Fos-
ter is married, has two sons, and is
a taxpayer residing at 567 Riley
street, Lansing. In addition to hold-
ing the office of prosecutor he is
treasurer of the Ingham County Bar
Association and treasurer of the
Lansing High School Alumni Associ-
ation.

In announcing himself as a candi-
date for re-election, Mr. Foster stat-
ed: “This is a busy job and an inter-
esting job. I am relying solely on my
record in seeking a second term.”

COST TO OWNERS REDUCED TO
Gc SQ. FT.

Mason's WPA  sidewalle project,
providing for 20,000 square feet of
walk to replace damaged walks or
to be built where there are not now
any sidewalks is to be undertalken

‘within a few days, The project covers

almost 10 full blocks of sidewalk.

The cost to property owners for
four and one-half foot sidewallk will
be only six cents per square foot, or
28c per lineal foot. All that will be
charged to owners will- be the cost of
cement and gravel and a portion of
the overhead. An average contract
price for sidewalk is about 15c¢ per
square foot, City Engineer Arthur F.,
Zickgraf saild, pointing out that the
WPA offer of six cents offers a rare
bargain.

KILLED BY LIGHTNING

BODY OREMATED WIEN BARN
BURNS TO GROUND.

James A, [all, 60, Stockbridge
furmer, wng struck by lightning and
hurned to death Monday afternoon at
two o'clock on his farm six miles
north of Stockbridge. Fall, his son,
Alphonso, Melvin Latimer and How-
ard Gauss were just finishing filling
the harn with hay. The two Falls and
Latimer were putting the gable door
in place and Gauss was In the harn-
yard with the tractor when the light-
ning struck, The threatening storm
did not appear to be an unusunlly se-
vere one, There wasg little rain and
some lightning. However, one lolt
nurtled down to the harn. The light-
ning struck at the south end of the
30x70-foot huilding and followed the
hay track to the north end where the
three men were working,

Alphongo Tall and Latimer were
linocked off their feet and stunned.
Latimer stated that when he came to
the barn was filled with smoke and

MASON MEN ESCAPE

By that time the bharn was in
flames. Latimer -and - Gauss fought
thelr way back into the flaming hara
and tried to rescue James Fall. They
found him but were unable to bring
him down as his clothing was g mass
of flames. The two rescuers were
finally forced back out by the smonke
and intense heat.

LaVern Kaiser, o neighbor, arrived
on the scene and fought his way into
the stables where a team of horses
was trapped. With a jackknife he cut
the halters and led the horses outside,

'The Stockbridge fire department ax-

rived hut firemen were unable ‘to re-
cover the body or to gain control of
the fire,

Alphonso Fall was taken to the of-
fice of Dr, Guy Culver of Stockbridge
to be treated for severe burns. The
lightning traveled down his leg, split-
ting the side of his shoe and forcing
it off his foot, Tuesday morning he
was reported -as doing well, being
able to wall a short distance, He will
be crippled for some time, it is he-
lieved.

All that remained were a few
charred bones, his jackknife and the

Candidates in the Democratic and
Republican primaries must have
their nominating petitions on file be-
fore the close of husiness hours Tues-
day, July 23, Petitions for county of-
fice must be filed with the county
clerk at Mason or at the branch of-
fice of the county clerk in Lansing,
Petitions for the state senate and for
all offices outslde the county must be
filed with the secretary of state in
Lansing.

Two years ago the voters approved
a constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the non-partisan election of
Jjudicial officers, so for the first time
this year Michigan will have non-
partisan primaries and elections. At
the primary Ingham voters will

of every kind could be held if there
was an adequate building, Mason had
none until “four of the Rayner heirs,
A. J. Rayner, Charles J. Rayner,
Barney C. Rayner and Mrs, Harper
Reed,” felt and met the need.

The brick for the opera house, one
of the finest in the state at that time,
were made in Mason. Construction
wag pushed and on January 14, 1881,
the dedicatory offering was “Uncle
Tom's Cabin,” produced by the G, A.
Hough Dramatic company. “Forsak-
en, or the Old Homestead,"” opened
the following weeks.

Mason and the outlying community
revolved around the Rayner opera
house for years. The floor was con-
structed so that the rear could he
elevated-four feet for the drama and
dropped level for dancing, Masquer-
ade balls, public receptions, gradua-
tion exercises, pafriotic programs,
wrestling matches and a continual
procession of the road shows of the
times made Mason the Mecca for
those seeking entertainment and cul-
tural improvements,

Many Improvements
Movies cut the props from under the
stage show business and the opera
house began to be usdd less frequent-
ly. When the Mason school was re-
built in 1921 an auditorium and stage
were provided and school shows and

i commencement exercises were no

longer held in the opera house. A
few years later Roy Adams purchas-
ed the building and converted it into
a movie palace.

Herbert R, Fox of Lansing pur-
chased the theatre about 18 months
ago and immediately entered on an
improvement campaign. New sound
equipment, screen, arc projection
lights, neon signs, rest rooms, seats,
heating plant and air conditioning
were installed. The present rebuilding
plan will convert the old opera house
into one of the best looking and best
equipped small town theatres in the
state,

THE MONROE DOCTRINE

To those of us who have been out of school for several years
the Monroc Doctrine is a trifle hazy., We extend our thanks to
Lawrence Preuss, associate professor of political science at the
University of Michigan, for his explanation of the doctrine,

Professor Preuss said, “We must not forget that the Monroe
Doctrine is only a statement of policy by the United States, It
it not a part of international law. No administration is bound to con-
tinue it, nor is any foreign government legally obligated to respect
it.”

As we understand the South American situation, the United
States has two scparate policies which it has pursued in the past.
One is the Big Brother role under which marines have been landed
in Cuba, the Dominican Republic, Hayti, Nicaragua, Mexico and
other countries, notably Caribbean and Central American, or the
Good Neighbor policy under which the marines have been with-
drawn. Neither policy has been entirely satisfactory from the stand-
point of the United States, The Big Brother role has not made many
friends among Latin-American politicians who happened to be out
of the government backed by the marines and the gunboats, al-
though most of the ordinary citizens have looked on the landing of
American troops favorably. The Good Neighbor policy followed in
the past has been costly from the standpoint of American business.
The American markets have been usurped by British and German
firms while we have Dbeen discussing our neighborliness,
Right now with Britain and Germany engaged in war, South Am-
crica is turning to the United States for its needs.

The Monroe Doctrine, of course, is primarily a defense against
European armed aggression, The Big Brother and Good Neighbor
policies have more often served American business,

There are drawbacks to both policies. Big Brothers are not
always liked because there are instances in which big brothers
forget themselves and become bullies, In the Good Neighbor role
the United States has been misunderstood just as some lesser good
neighbors are often misunderstood. Most of us account as good
neighbors those good people who help us in time of need, who are
friendly and interested in us but are not interested to the point
that they interfere with our freedom of action or to the point
where they are overly-inquisitive about what we do. We don’t ex-
pect our good neighbors to tell us how to run our home, of whom
to buy, to whom to sell or for whom to vote, or to inform us whether
the man of the house, the woman of the house, or the baby sister
shall be the ruler,

Besides the Monroe Doctrine, which may or may not need over-
hauling in the light of European developments, the Good Neighbor
and Big Brother policies also need to be reviewed and perhaps re-
placed with a program of letting South American nations live their
own lives so long as their acts do not threaten the peace and safety
of the rest of the hemisphere. :

GREAT LAKES COMPETITION

We know now what the federal government had in mind in the
TVA. The government was engaged in giving to the midsouth what
Michigan and other lake states have long enjoyed—the Great Lakes.
On Labor Day the “Great Lakes of the South,” man-made under
TVA, arc to be dedicated as a recreational center. There are 10 lakes
in the main chain impounded above the TVA power dams. They
extend 650 miles from Paducah, Kentucky, east to Knoxville, Ten-
nessee, with some of the lakes in Georgia, Alabama and Mississippi.

We believe it a fine thing for the taxpayers of the United
States to build a set of Great Lakes for the south. We here in
Michigan should certainly not be selfish. Our Great Lakes were
furnished us. The federal government has also provided Great Lakes
in the southwest and in the northwest. That's fair enough and we
have no objection so long as the government does not try to take our
lakes away from us. Just supposing, though, that instead of being
content with artificial lakes the folks in the Tennessee Valley and
in the west demanded that the Great White Father give them our
very own Great Lakes? Perhaps Michigan ought to bar visitors from
the TVA sector from the Michigan shoreline. If they should come
and see Michigan’s wonderful beaches of clean sand, her miles of
dunes along the west shore and her oceans of sparkling blue water
the TVA folks might demand that the government provide them
with real lakes instead of the artificial ones they are now preparing
to dedicate.

THE LIQUOR BUSINESS‘

A member of the state Liquor Control Commission is authority
for the statement that the liquor business in Michigan is growing by
leaps and bounds, and that for the fiscal year ending June 30 the
operating profits amounted to “the staggering sum of $17,728,-
869.63.” That's the profit, not the gross revenues.

M. H. DeFoe of Charlotte, personal dry, is the commission
member who made the statement and we do not know whether or
not he intended a pun on “the staggering sum.” Certainly, stagger-
ing has some connection with a liquor trade which can turn almost
18 million dollars back to the state in profit.

However, a person must be naive indeed to figure the 18
millions as profit. There are no profits from the liquor business,
What is listed as profit does not begin to cover the cost of broken
health, broken homes, ill-nourished families and loss of employment
caused by men and women who consume the liquor, nor does it
cover the cost of maintaining in hospitals, asylums and prisons the
men and women who have helped to pile up the so-called profits
of the liquor business in Michigan,

We tried prohibition, and while it worked in counties such as
Ingham, it did not work well in Wayne and some of the other coun-
ties where enforcement lacked the ‘cooperation given by police of-
ficers and the courts here. Yet even under prohibition breakdown
the consumption of liquor in Michigan was a mere fraction of what
it is under the “control” which prevails today.

Perhaps government can’t control liquor, either under pro-
hibition or under the present system. There is one thing that can be
done, though, and that is a fight by individuals and groups for tem-
perance and abstinence. We believe what we have stated on occasion
heretofore; that if 50 people in communities such as Mason, Leslie,
Dansville, Holt and other small towns in the United States protested
liquor advertising in magazines that the advertising would be elim-
inated forthwith; and that if 10 per cent of the readers of news-
papers protested against liquor and beer advertising that publishers
would cancel existing contracts. We have become too tolerant of the
liquor business, We talk glibly about profits when there are no pro-
fits. We talk about control when control is license. Sin can not be
fought by licensing.

There are many people who declare, and they do it in all
sincerity, that liquor is not necessarily a force for evil and that
drinking has nothing whatever to do with morality. We won’t argue
that point. We only maintain that if it is not a moral it is at least an
economic evil. Money spent for liquor means just that much less
money for bread, for milk, for shoes, for clothing, for education,
for automobiles and the other necessities and luxuries of life, We
shouldn’t sit smuFly by and under the
moral or economic sin to flourish under state license. That ia ap-

asement, and the appetite for lit}uo,r can not be appeased canily,
or can the appetite for so-called liquor profits be casily
whether the state or the bootlegger does the collecting,

Gonorrheal Arthritls

Rheumatism has a number of
causes, among which two organisms
are common the streptococcus and
the gonococcus. Gonococenl rheuma-
tism is quite common, occurring in
ahout 3 percent of all those who have
contracted gonorrhea, It Is by all
odds the most curable form of rheu-
matism. It never occurs In those who
have not had gonorrhea and the or-
ganisms called gonoccol, must be in
the hody at the time the inflamation
of the joints occurs. The disease may
occur at any time following an attaci
of gonorrhea, from a week to ten
or fifteen years, depending upon how
well the original attack of gonorrhea
is controlled.

In gonorrheal arthritis, the pleture
at first is that of an acute infection,
moderately high fever, aching over
the body generally and then the clas-
sical signs of inflammation about the
joints, One or more Joints may be in-
volved and almost any joint may be
attacked. In about 20 percent of the
cases there is an inflamation of the
cyes accompanying the rheumatism.
Sometimes the disease tends to suh-
slde partly, and then recur with the
use of aleohol in any form, even in
moderation.

Some of the complications are in-
volvement of the tendons, muscles
and even destruction of the bone. The
diagnosis is made by the physician
on the basis of ‘the history and
characteristics of the disense. Mild
attacks occur which leave vague dis-
ability throughout life. Severe at-
tacks occur with huge swellings of
the joints, redness and fever and des-
truction of the jolnt itself. One can-
not say beforehand how severe the
disease may be. Sometimes the acute
attacl follows an injury or sprain to
a joint and occaslonally it occurs
when  there is lowered resistance

from fatigue, alcoholism or other con-
ditions.

In the early stages the disease is
nearly always curable, so that here
is one type of arthritis in which a
short period of intensive treatment
usually results in complete cure. If,
however, the disease is allowed to
persist three or four weeks without
medical attentton some destruction
of the joints and some residual stiff-
ness and pain nearly always result,

The disease must be distinguished
from gout, because gout also some-
times causes an acute inflammator
reaction, particularly in the Joints of
the hands and feet. The painful toe
is typleal of gout arthritis while the
painful heel 1s more characteristic of
gonorrheal arthritis, ‘

All arthritis is not gonorrheal, but
it the disease ig of this type ecarly
treatment almost always cures it,
