NEW LK ORDINANCE
STUDED BY ALDERMEN

DAIRYMAN CHALLENGIS VALUE
O PANTHEURIZATION.

Instedd of ndopting the proposed
nmendment to the milk ordinance
providing for {esting and accreditn-
tlon against contaglous abortlon of
11l herds producing milk sold at re-
tail In Mason, the aldermen pauded
Monduy night and a committes was
appointed to study all angles of milk
supply. On the speclal committee ap-
pointed hy Mayor Arthur W. Jewett
wre aldermen W. O, Hall, Charles A.
Clinton and Tarl A. Dunsmore,

THe proposed amendment was ask-
ed by Frank Launsteln at the coun-
cil meeting August 22, He said it was
based on a Jackson milk ordinance.
Lounstein was not present at the
meeting Monduy night. Norman Dart
of Dart Farms appeared and told the
council that the proposed mille ordin-
ance amendment was {1l advised. He
explained that a herd could he ac-
credited one week and lose its nc-
creditation the next week and that it
might well develop that Mason would
find itself without any legal millk sup-
ply. |

“Vaccination Instead of aceredita-
tion s the only real safeguard
against contagious abortion,” Dart
sald, "It has heen found that heifers
vacelnated  before they are eight
months old can gain immunity from
contagious ahortion. Accreditntion as
provided in the proposed ordinance
will only result in trouble. When a
reactor is found in a supplying herd,
and reactors will he found, accredita-
tion will be lost, Contagious abortion
is something that may appear any
day no matter how careful the dairy-
man is. Vaccination and not accredi-
tation is what the council should de-
mand if an ordinance is enacted.”

Glves  Advico

Howard N. Eliot, Delhi milk pro-
ducer, advised the council on the pro-
posed milk ordinance. He declared
he had no selfish interest in the pro-
posed legislation beeatse he does not
Sell nor does he intend to sell milk
in Mason. Ellot corrohorated Dart's
remarks on the proposal and went on
to challenge some of the statenients
made by health officials.

Eliot said, "“A lot of the demand for
pasteurization comes from the manu-
facturers of pasteurization equip-
ment. They would have you helieve
that all millk should be pasteurized,
Clean, raw milk, when delivered
promptly does not need pasteuriza-
tion. Pasteurization ig necessary and
expedient when millc is obtained
from many sources and a consider-
able time eclapses hetween milking
and delivery,

“The present contagious ahortion
scare is about 99 per cent the result
of pasteurization propaganda. If the
proposed ordinance is adopted the
price of milk will likely advance two
or three cents a quart and consump-
tion will drop.

“There is a lot of misinformation
about contagious abortion, Dr. Ward
Giltner at Michigan State college is
an authority and he maintains that
the undulant fever which might re-
sult from drinking cow’s millc would
be ne more serious than a hard cold.
He maintains, and his findings have
not been challenged, that there are
three kinds of undulant fever, the
mild bovine type, the hog type and
the goat type. Serious undulant fever
cases result from hog and goat types
and not from hovine types of con-
tagious abortion germs. No known
tase of serious undulant fever has
ever been traced to cow’s milk,

“If there is such grave danger in
drinking raw milks, why is it that
most cases of undulant fever are
found in cities where milk is pasteur-
ized and so few cases are found in
the country where raw milk is used?”

The mayor and aldermen question-
ed the two millt producers about con-
tagious abortion and mastitis, It was
then suggested that action on the
broposed ordinance be deferred until
September 16 when officials of the
Ingham health department would be
present to refute the arguments
raised by Eliot, The mayor appointed
the special committee to undertake a
study of the proposed ordinance in
detail.
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Payment Guaranteed
To County Library

CITY T0O PAY STIPULATED AN-
NUAL SUM OF $600.

Despite the slight balance in the
city treasury the city council Mon-
day night agreed to keep its promise
to pay $600 to the county library,
Mrs, Gladys Miller, county librarian,
appeared hefore the council to ex-
plain that the promised aid of $600
made last year had not been fulfilled.
She said that the county library is
being operated on g budget basis and
that the $600 will have to be used to
pay September bills,

Mayor Arthur Ww. Jewett, after
going over the state of the city's
finances declared that the promise
to the county library would be car-
ried out in some manner. He said
that payment will be made prior to
October 1.

The mayor told the aldermen that
in fixing the 1041 budget, at a meet-
Ing to be held later in the month,
more funds will have to be provided.
He pointed out that there was a
shortage of funds last year and’ that
there is not sufficient revenue for
city expenses thls year. There re-
mains only $4725,19 to last through
Seven council sessfons, the mayor
Said. He suggested that the tax rate
be raised or that assessments be
raised.

“Mason has a high tax rate,” the
‘mayor sald, “but we should remem-
ber that assessments are low. Tax
rates without taking assessments in-
to consideration are misleading.”

EXTEND WATER MANS
T0 SNYDER  ADDITION

SEWER EXTENSION ALSO PROM-
) ISED BY COUNCIL.

David Medcoff and Robert Ballard,
huilders of new homes in the Snyder
addition onut West Columbia, were
promised by the council Monday night
that water and sewer extensions will
be made by the city. Medcoff and
Ballard complained that they were
heing given a "run-around” by FHA
and WPA, They said that although
they had applied for sewer and water
that the FHA would not grant huild-
ing loans because sewers and water
were not available and that the WPA
would not extend the services as
promised  because there were not
enough houses in the subdivision.

William Swartout, WPA supervis-
or, explained that when a project to
extend the West Columbia sewer and
water services was heing undertaken
that a WPA inspector had ordered its
diseontinuance hecause it would bene-
fit only one or two individuals, The
inspector was quoted as saying that
if three houses were assured that the
project could be resumed., Medcoff
and Ballard declared that a third
lhiouse was to he started this weel so
the council authorized and Swartout
approved resumption of the sewer and
water service extensions.

No Zoning Action

No action was taken on the pro-
posed zoning ordinance. It has been
ready for council action the past six
weeks but has been held up every
time because of the ahsence of one or
more aldermen, At the meeting Mon-
day night, Alderman W. O, Hall,
chairman of the special zoning com-
mittee, urged his colleagues to study
the proposed ordinance so that they
will be able to vote on its adoption at
the meeting to be held September 16.

William Schlack appeared before
the council to urge the widening of
Maple street between Park and Jef-
ferson by cutting three feet off the
sidewall area on either side.

A proposal that three feet be taken
off only the south side of the street
from the alley west to Park street
was turned down by the council at a
recent session. Schlack declared, “Ma-
son should wake up and widen Maple,
street, now the busiest street in town.
The street should be widened so that
angle parking can be permitted on
both sides of the street. There is no
need for having the present sidewalk
width, What Mason needs is more
parking facilities and strect-widen-
ing will accomplish it.”

The mayor suggested that Schlack
cireulate a_ petition among Maple
street store owners and have a con-
crete proposal to place before the
council for action.

DUCATORS VOLUNTEER,
INHEALTH CAMPAIGN;

INGHAM TEACHERS TO HAVIE
TUBERCULIN TESTS.

—

Educators and school employces
are the first to volunteer to have free
tuberculln tests and chest X-rays
in the cnse-finding eampaign heing
sponsored by Ingham County Tuber-
culosis and Health Society according
to an announcement made this weelc
by Robert H. Barlow, president of
the public health service organiza-
tion.

Starting  Saturday morning ap-
proximately 700 teachers and school
employces will he given Mantoux
tests at the Ingham sanatorium under
the supervigion of Dr. C. D. Barrett,
Ingham county health director, Dr, C.
d. Stringer, and Mrs, Lucile Tenny
Gardner, R. N., exccutive secretary
of the Ingham County Tuherculosis
and Health Society,

Members of the medical committee
for the official case-finding campaign
are Dr. E. R. VanderSlice, Lansing
health director, Dr, Oscar Bruergal
and Dr. F. L. Troost, Holt, chairman
of the public health committee of the
Ingham county medical gocicty.

Dr. Barrett, pointed out in discuss-
ing the tuberculin testing of Lansing
teachers that nationally the incidence
of the disease among educators is
not any greater than among persons
in other professions and occupations,
but a serious problem does exist,

“Approximately two per cent of
our educators have tuberculosis in
the stage that requires treatment,”
he said, “It is reasonably safe to con-
clude that among 700 or more em-
ployees of our public gchools we shall
find reactors to the tuberculin test
and some who will show the presence
of tubercli bacilli when X-ray films
are made of those requiring more ex-
tensive examinations.”

He also pointed out that in New
Jersey all school employees are re-
quired by law to have tuberculin tests
and X-rays when necessary, Hereto-
fore the program has heen directed
toward school children and especially
the 'teen age group.

Members of the Ingham county
hoard of supervisors will meet in Ma-
son Monday for the regular Septem-
her session, the last one hefore the
protracted October session when ap-
pointments are made, salaries are
fixed and annual reports are studied.

Only roullne business is expected
to bhe hrought up Monday, although
there i3 a possibility that the food
stamp proposal made at the August
session will be brought up,

At the August session of the bonrd
of supervisors a delegation of Lan-
sing grocers and meat dealers asked
the hoard to appropriate ahout $35,-
000 to help finance the faod stamp
plan in Ingham county. The supervis-
ors were told that the money would
he considered as a loan and that at
any time the program was aholished
that the $35,000 revolving fund would
be returned to the county. The re-
quest was given to a joint committee
made up of members of the ways and
means and welfare committees. It
was stated at the August session that
a report would probably he made in
September,

Sponsors of the food stamp plan
declare that it will eliminate much
of the present waste in the distribu-
tion of surplus commodities and will
eliminate the federal government as
a competitor of retail food doalers,
It is also claimed that surplus food
stamps will provide hetter fare for
those on relief and will tend to stop
the spending of relief money for lig-
uor, tohacco and other non-essentials,

Under the surplus food stamp pro-
gram persons on direct relief will be
given food orders in orange-colored
stamps. On receipt of $10.00 in or-
ange stamps the recipient would also
be given $5.00 worth of blue stamps.
With the orange stamps the person
on relief could purchase any article
not proscribed and with each dollar
spent in orange stamps the person
could buy 50c worth of surplus com-
modities.

In addition to persons receiving
direct rellef, the surplus commodity
stamps would be furnished to certain
WPA workers, old age pensioners and
those receiving mothers' pensions.

At the board meeting Monday it is
expected that reports showing relief
costs for August and a proposed sup-
plementary highway blacktop pro-
gram will be presented.

The fair
officials said they wanted to pay for
water used in the harns and toilets
but did not believe the fair board
should be charged for water used by
other organizations.

The aldermen agreed that the fair
board should not be charged for all
the water used by other organizations
and agreed to settle on the $50 basis,
The falr board accepted the offer.

There are 18 men, nine Demacrats
and nine Republicans, who are anx-
ious to serve as licutenant governor,
Republican candidates are Horace T.
Barnaby of Grand Rapids, Elton R.
Eaton of Plymouth, Felix H. I
Flynn of Cadillae, R. N. Holsapple,
formerly of Lansing, BEugene C.
Keyes of Detroit, Arthur F. Moore,
George W. Schudlich, James F.
Thomson and Arthur E. Wood. With
nine men in the race there are few
political dopesters who dare to pre-
dict the winner, Senator Flynn has
strong backing among present mem-
bers of the stute senate and is re-
garded as strong throughout the
state. Thomson, hecause of his ser-
vice as chairman of the Republican
state committee, also has organiza-
tion support.

Baton appears to be gaining rapid-
ly. He has served several terms in
the legislature, long served as sher-
Iff of Kalamazoo county, was former
Governor Alex J. Groesheck’s sccre-
tary and is publisher of the Plymouth
Mail, is known favorably throughout
the state. He has been endorsed by
many newspaper publishers.

While none of the others have heen
counted out, and with nine in the
race anyone can win, it i3 bhelieved
that Eaton, Flynn and Thomson are
out in front at the present time.

The nine Democratic candidates
for lieutenant governor are Frank J.

The former
senator who served a prison term for
his part in a recount fraud has great
strength in the metropolitan area.

Rep. William W, Blackney appears
certain of winning the Republican-
nomination for representative in con-
gress. He is opposed by David L.
McBride of East Lansing.

There are four candidates for the
Democratic nomination for repre-
sentative in congress. Charles R.
Adair, Charles W. Larkin, Sr, and
Tip O'Neill are all from Genesee
county. Charles F. Cummins of Lan-
sing is therefore glven the edge. He
is expected to go into Genesee coun-
ty with quite a margin. Adair, beck-
ed by Townsend clubs, has made an
active campaign throughout the dis-
trict which i3 made up of Ingham,
Livingston and Genesee counties.

Willlam Wise of East Lansing is
the Republican opponent of Senator
Harry F. Hittle, The 14th senatorial
district is made up of Ingham and
Livingston counties. John L. Leigh-
ton of Lansing has the Democratic
field -to himself. All three men are
Lansing attorneys.

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WHY NOT CREWS, TOO?

The 50 U. S. destroyers which President Roosevelt gave to
England should he delivered in Liverpool by volunteer crews made
up of the Anglophiles who have been bending every effort to get
the United States involved in the European war. Aboard the ves-
scls should be the high Washington officials who have clamored for
a two-occan American navy and then have countenanced the Presi-
dent giving away a gigantic fleet. In the crew should he the men
who have used every opportunity to propagandize this country into
war,

The flect bases which the United States received from England
are valuable and are certainly ‘worth something. Perhaps the bases
arc worth just a fraction ol the debt England owes the United
States because of the last war.

If President Roosevelt can trade off 50 United States battle-
ships what is there to prevent him from trading off 250 United
States battleships? Should we be surprised if he should trade the
Panama Canal for U. 8. bases on the English channel?

If the president of the United States, any president, has the
power to trade away one battleship, to say nothing of 50 battleships,
without the vote of congress then the president has too much pow-
er. We, the people, own the battleships and will have to build the
ships to replace those given to England. We, the people, through
our clected representatives surcly should have somecthing to say
about giving away or trading away 50 of our ships.

There are some peculiar angles to the English ship deal. If the
destroyers are as uscless as the president claims them to be what
good will they be to England? If they are in as good condition as
Anglophiles declare them to be and are of such great military value
then why are they being traded off at a time when billions are be-
ing spent to build up a United States fleet?

Yes, the United States has gone a long way since the adminis-
tration succeeded in jettisoning the ncutrality law which was ef-
fective a year ago.

FATAL ACCIDENTS INCREASE

There were 514 fatal accidents throughout the United States
during the three-day week end of last week. Of that number, 325
were killed in automobile accidents with the rest being drowned,
shot or killed in other than traffic accidents,

Safety campaigns are not- proving successful in reducing the
traffic toll although it might well be that without safety drives the
list of casualties would mount even higher.

Perhaps what we need is better enforcement of traffic laws or
a return to speed limits. As we look back a few short years to the
maxitnum permissible speed of 35 miles per hour we can hardly
realize that such a limit was generally accepted. Of course, that
limit of 35 miles per hour would be illogical today with better cars
and better roads. Yet, a speed limit of 35, 45 or 50 miles an hour,
if enforced, would certainly have prevented many of the 325 fatal
traffic accidents over the past week end. It may be that if the traffic
toll is to be reduced that a return to.maximum speed limits will be
necessary.

Wet rainy weather has held up the
Michigan tomato season according to
the Michigan department of agricul-
ture, hut it is expected that the main
harvest will be in full swing in an-
other week and that canning factor-
fes will reach their pealk production
ahout the middle of September.

“Tomatoes are a big crop in Michi-
gan,” Agricultural Commissioner Il-
mer A, Beamer states, "and although
the weather has been very bad for
harvesting and will lessen the pro-
duction somewhat, the 1940 crop is
still expected to exceed that of 1939
which totaled 2,327,000 hushels.”

The federal-state inspection ser-
vice, which was contracted for by six
canning factories in 1939 ingpected

23,336,050 pounds of tomatoes during
that senson. The service has heen
asked for hy seven plants this year,
and inspectors are working at each
factory and also at three district
loading stations. Officlals expect the
amount inspected this year to far
exceed that of last year,

The tomato erop in Michigan s di-
vided into two classifications: Toma-
toes for market and tomatoes for
manufacture. The crop for manufac-
ture i3 much the largest, totaling
1,815,000 bushels, but Michigan to-
matoes for market, the crop totaling
only 512,000 bushels, are famous for
their delicious spicy flavor, and din-
ners, during the season, are never
complete without fresh tomatoes.

BLACKNEY GIVES VIEWS
ON' CONSCRIPTION  BILL

DEPLORES DRASTIC MEASURLS
CONTINUED IN BILL,

(By Willinm W. Blackney, Represcntat
Congrenn, Sixth Dintriet)

After several wecks of discussion,
the senate finally passed the Burke-
Wadsworth conscription ~bill, with
some amendments,.by a vote of 58
yeas to 31 nays. The major provisions
of the bill as passed by the senate
are as follows:

Who must reglster and how—With !
few exceptions, all men who have!
passed thelr twenty-first birthday and
have not reached their thirty-first |
birthday, must register, The fact that !
a person has dependents does not
exempl him from registrations. Elec-
tion offictals will conduct the regis-
tration, probably fourteen days after
final enactment of the bill.

Industrial conscription—The gov-
crnment is authorized to draft private
Andustrial plants when such action
i8 necessary to insure the production
of defense materials,

Individual Exemptions—Specifically
exempt from registration are active,
reserve and cadet members of the
Army, National Guard, Navy, Marine
Corps and Coast Guard; members of
the Geodetic Survey and Public
Health Service; officials, but not em-
ployees, of the federal and state gov-
ernments.

Who will be drafted—The bill per-
mits 000,000 men to be in training at
any one time. About 400,000 probably
will be drafted this fall. The army es-
timates that after deferments there
will be about 4,500,000 able-bodied,
single men from whom to select,
Each state and loeality will have g
quota.

Appeals—Boards will be set up to
hear appeals from men who wish to
contest their selection by the local
draft boards.

Penalties—To evade the draft, and
assist any one.to do 8o, i3 punishable
by up to five years’ imprisonment and
$10,000 fine, or both.

Length of service—One year. This
could be extended Indefinitely if the
country became engaged in war or
congress declared the national inter-
est was imperiled.

Conscientious Objectors—Exempt-
ed from milltary service, if they can
prove to the department of justice
that thelr objectlons are based on
legitimate religious scruples.
Pay~For the first four months of
their year's training draftees would
receive $21 a month., For the next
eight, they would receive $30, unless
they won  promotion,

Fields of service—Permitted only
in the Western Hemisphere, the
United States, its territories and pos-
sessions, including the Philippine Is-
lands,

Cost of program—Estimated = by
army at $1,000,000,000 annually.

Voluntary Enlistment—Any person
between the ages of 18 and 35 may
enlist voluntarily for one year.

The Burke-Wadsworth conseription
bill now comes to the house for dis-
cussion. I feel about it now just as I
have repeatedly told the readers of
your paper. It is entirely too drastic,
Lven as amended it would affect
more than 12 million men between the
ages of 21 and 31, mobllizing part
of them for military and part for
industrial service.

Our time-honored voluntary enlist-
ment system for army and navy has
not failed as yet, More volunteers are
enlisting in the army and navy now,
than can be readily assimilated. The
military department now admits that
t has a peace-time army of more
than 900,000 men. According to a
release from the war department re-
cently, 200,000 men that have enlisted
will have to be housed in tents during
the coming winter, subjecting them
to great hardships and consequent
danger to their health.

Several camps are taxed to capac-
ity and are using hundreds of pup-
tents to house the volunteers. In
other words, we now have more men
in the army and navy than can be
taken care of. Then why draft 12
million more? .

I can not help but feel that this
conscription bill is heing pushed as a
part of the program of the propagan-
dists who are telling us that we
Should get into this war to “save the
world for civilization.”

I have voted for every measure
that in my judgment would best pro-
tect our national defense, in the army,
navy and air force, and will con-
tinue to do so, but, my judgment is
bitterly against this un-American
conscription bill,

I had hoped to be able to return to
Michigan to meet my constituents be-

fore the primary election on Septem-
ber 10th, but clearly my duty is to re-
main in congress just as long as
present conditions exist and as long
08 important bills affecting the wel-
fare of millions of pecple are cone
stantly brought before the house. I
will, therefore, have to depend upon
the loyalty of my constituents,

If you feel'that I have represented
my district with honesty and integ-
rity, keeping in view, the welfare of
America and its millions of people,

Treating the Arthritic

Heat, applied to a painful joint,
muscle or tendon, was preseribed by

i the physiciang of antiquity with good

result. In the course of time, it was
recognized that there are many
forms of arthritis and that cach must
be treated specifically with a view
to eliminating the causative factor.
Nevertheless, heat has never lost its
place as one of the most valued aids
of the physician.

In many homes, the electric heat-
ing pad, replacing the old fashioned
hot water hottle, is in frequent use,
particularly during the fall and win-
ter months. The indiseriminate em-
ployment of these pads, however, has
been discouraged by the Council on
Physical Therapy of the American
Medical Association on the ground
that even the lowest temperature
they afford (about 107.6 degrees Fah-
renheit) is too great for therapeutic
purposes and may lead to skin burns.

Of greater value is a simply made
“home baker” which consists of two
arched supports made of strap iron
to which is riveted a plece of sheet
tin to form a kind of “roof.” Beneath
the “roof” are fastened four electric
light sockets which employ lamps of
either 60 or 120 watts. If legs or
arms only are to be treated, the
greatest height of the baker is 141,
inches; if the trunk only, 18 inches
and if it is to be used for general pur-
poses, 16 inches. More specific direc-
tions will be furnished on request,

The baker is placed over the limb
or joints involved and a blanket is
used to cover all and confine the heat,
It is necessary to issue the warning,
however, that, as in all forms of heat
application, enthusiasm may lead to
excessive use, producing irritation of
the tissues.

Wet towels, wrung out of hot wa-
ter, placed on the affected part for
15 minutes to half an hour morning
and evening are often effective.

An inexpensive reflector, clamp-
ing on the baclk of a chair and em-
ploying a 250-watt Mazda CX bulb,
may be used about 18 inches from
the body for 30 to 45 minutes twice
daily.

Recently, hydrotherapy, in the
form of whirlpool baths have been
used to afford relief to the arthritic
patient. In addition to the heat, a
massaging action stimulates the cir-
culation and facilitates the dispersion
of toxic material, While more elabor-
ate equipment of this type is to be
found only in hospitals, a satisfactory
home-made whirlpool bath can be
made for about seven dollars, ac-
cording to the American Medical
Assoclation,

Contrast baths in which the affect-
ed limb is placed first in hot water
for five minutes, then in cold for two
minutes, alteranting for a total of
about 26 minutes and always ending
with the hot immersion, has been
breviously suggested in, this column.

The painting of melted paraffin on
an accessible part, about 12 layers in
thickness, allowing to, remain unti]
col.d, will often afford relief from
pain,

Light massage is indicated for sore
and painful muscles but never for
jolnts, Spasms in the muscles about
the joints can be rélieved in this way
if care i3 used. Massage and manipu-
lation, properly applied, assist in re-
turning an affected limb to complete
function, b
