In an announcement December 
9, the bti'reau declares that the 
adoption of the tax diversion 
amendment will lead inevitably to 
more taxes. 

"As things now stand, the school 
lobby has been the most successful 
in the state," states the bureau re· 
port. "School aid distributed by the 
state has grown from 22 million 
in 1933, prior to the sales tax, to 
50 million three years ago and 
close to 64 million last year. In 
1941 basic grants to schools were 
oil millions. This year they arc 60 
millions." 

Fundamentally, In the opinion of 
the bureau, the amendment Is un­
sound beeouse It "violates the 
fundamental and sound principle I 
that responsibility for raising 
money should accompany t h e 1
