Fry wag clected state treasurer
in 1932, 1934, 1936 and 1940 and
followed that with four years of
service on the state liguor control
commission, '

In opening his keynote address
Fry praised the services rendered
the state hy Vernon J, Brown, Ma-
son Republican, During the course
of his speech he praised Harry
F. Kelly, Fred Green and Alexan-
der Gronesbeck, former Republican
governors, All the present Repub-
lican officials were condemned. He
charged Governor Kim Sigler with
losing his ardor for reforms in his
quest for dictatorial power.

“This is the last chance for
Democrats and lahor in Michigan,”
Fry declared. “If Republicans are
elected in gtate and nation this:

That debt has heen
cut to about $7,500 by profits from
the 1948 fair. But the creditors
demand part or all of the $7,500
and there is no money to pay
them, i

At last Thursday night's meet-

iing of the fair board directors

there were two schoolg of thought.
One group insisted that inasmuch
as the fairground and buildings
are part of the county park that
the hoard of supervisors should
cither advance the money to fi-
nance the fair or should guarantce

‘| a bank loan, The other school, and

it was in the minority, clung to
the proposition that the directors
as individuals should sign a note
from a bhank to cover the debts,
with the note to be retired from
fair profits,

It'was also suggested that if the
supervisors did not want to give
financial sponsorship to the fair
they could give or sell the land
used for the fairgrounds to the
fair board. With title to the prop-
erty the fair board might be able
to mortgage the land and build-
ings and pay off the debts,

Surplus Mounts
For Farm Mutual

Use of Extinguishers
And Extra Precautions
Credited for Loss Drop

Ingham County Farmers
Mutual Fire Insurance com-
pany directors and policy-
holders are keeping their
fingers crossed, Right now the
fire loss total is running con-
siderably below other years.
The surplus will again go

the year, it is now expected,

However, with farm produce
and machinery prices at all-time
high levels and with the cost of
replacing buildings about three
times normal costs, just one bad
qire can change the plcture. Sec-
retary Louis A./Stid pointed out
in his annual bulletin being sent
to policy holders this week.

There are still 3% monthg to go
on 1948, Yet matching the losses
for the last 11 monthg against
other recent years, the outlook is
bright. Losses for the last 11
months add up to $30,664.01. For
the full 12 months of 1847 losses
were $43,679.44. For 1946 they
were $56,276.61, The average from
1038 through 1945 was about $38,-
000.00,

The year started out bad for
the Farmers Mutual, The loss to’
the company in the Murl Grimm
fire In Vevay wag $4,335.00 and in
the Car] Jewett fire in Leslie was
$7.500.00. From there on the rec-
ard improved, There were many
losses but most of them were
small, Many of them were from
lightning, .

The bulletin being issued by the
company shows that 90 per cent
of the claims are from small losses
with the number of heavy losses
cut by two-thirds,

“A part of the decrease in num-
ber of claims,” explained ' Stid,
‘‘can probably be attributed to the
fact that many old shingle roofs
have been replaced by fire-resis-
tant roofs, and many dangerous|
chimneys have been rebuilt. With:
huilding costs so high, perhaps
farmers have used more than the
usual caution in protecting against:
fire., Then there is the matter of
cycles, A period of low losses will
eventually, and for no apparent
reason, be followed by a period of
heavy losses. We all hope this is
just the beginning of a long period’
of low losses.”

Many small losses were kep
small by use of hand fire extin:
guishers, the bulletin to policy
holders sets forth, A

The assessment rate for next.
year hag been kept at $3.00 on
protected risks and $4.00 per
$1,000 on unprotected or Class C
risks. The directors could have
lopped 25¢ off the assessment,
they pointed out, but one or two
large losses could change the plc-
ture,

Surplus of the company was
reported at $103,830.37 at the
close of 1947, It has been steadily
built up since 1934. For nine years:
prior to 1934 the company oper-
ated in the red. In 1931 the com-
pany had a deficit of $28,572.05.
From the low point in 1931 each
year has shown steady improve-
ment until today the company is
regarded ag one of the most suc-
cessfully operated farm mutual
fire insurance companies in the
state.

Plénty of Water in the Rock,
Hydro-Geologist Tells Council

Underlylng Mason everywhere
ig rock filled with water, and a
well driller should be able to de-
velop a rock well just ahout any-
where he setg up his rig. That was
the cheering word given the city
council Monday night by Norman
Billings, hydro-geologist - for the
state conservation department,

Billings was called in by the
city council in August when fail-
ure of the Jefferson street gravel
well appeared as a distinct threat,
The Jefferson well and the Park
street wel] now furnish all the
city water. Both wellg are gravel-

.packed, using ground water from

a strata of sand and
50 feet-down,

Although Billings made no hard
and. fast recommendation he indi-
cated that a rock well is a surer
and safer bet than a ground wa-
ter well. In Mason, Billings de-
clared, rock wells can be drilled
anywheére while special veing of
gravel must be tapped to develop
a ground water well,

There is no difference in hard-
ness between the ground water
now used -and the tests made at
the deep well which were ‘aban-
doned 20 years ago, the hydro-
geologist told the council. A rock
well costs less than a gravel well
to develop, altheugh pumping
costs in rock wells run higher,
Billings said, :

grave] about

The council learned of a well
few of them knew wag available,
That's the unused deep well at the
northeast corner of Lansing and
Maple streets, City Engineer Wal-
ter E. Zimmer told the council
that a 10-inch well was drilled
there in 1929 and wag abandoned
when a strata of limestone was
struck., He said that 3a depth
charge might break down the
limestone formation or that
deeper drilling might strike better
rock. The casing is still in place.

Billings had drilling logs on
many deep wells in Mason, He
said they are available for use of
the city, i A e

Wyeth Incorporatéd has a 270-
foot rock well which provides
most of the water used at the
plant.

“There’s a lot of things a state
employee can't say,” remarked
Billings, “I ‘suggeat you engage a
consulting engineer to ses exsct-
ly what the city needs.”

If more shallow wells are de-
veloped they should be widely
separated, Billings explained, be-
cause they otherwise will tap the
same vein of gravel,

Mother of Five
Fatally Hurt in
Doodlebug Mishap

Five Youngsters Orphaned
When Dansville Woman
Falls Beneath Car Wheels

Mrs. Rosella Wolfe, 32, died
about 5:30 Tuesday night on
Fields road near Dansville.
She was crushed by the wheels
of the doodlebug tractor which
she had been riding with her
son, George Russell, 14. Mrs.
Wolfe lived only a few minutes
following the accident.

John Wolfe, the husband, was
at work at Centrifugal Fusing in
Lansing, The four Wolfe children,
George, 14, Hulen, 11, Darlene, 7,
and Gerald, 5, had returned from
the Dansville school by bus. The
baby, John Wolfe, 8 months old,
wag left with the younger children
and Mrs. Wolfe asked George to
drive her to the home of a neigh-
bor, north on Fields road.

The bay took the wheel of ‘the
car converted into a tractor. His
mother stood on the frame behind
the seat, clinging to the scat, The
boy said the car struck a bump
in the road. The jolt caused Mrs.
Wolfe to lose her balance. The
seat was not secure and tipped.
The boy threw an arm back to
hold his mother to the doodlchbug.
While doing that the seat tipped
still more and he lost contro]l of |
the car. The doodlebug careened
from one side of the road to the
other, finally going into a ditch.
Mrs, Wolfe was pitched off onto
the ground heneath the wheels.

Neighbor Gives Aid

Mrs. Wolfe retained conscious-
ness. She told George not.to move
her but to hurry down the road
for help, The boy sped with the
doodlebug to the Arthur Spoonér
farm at the corner of Fields and
Columbia roads. Mrs. Spooner
took her own car and went to the
scene of the accident to lend aid.

Upon arrival of Mrs. Spooner,
Mrs. Wolfe was still conscious,
The injured woman moaned, “I
hurt across my chest,” and then
lapsed into unconsciousness, aft-
er asking Mrs, Spooner to sum-
mon an ambulance,

Mrs. Spooner drove back to her
home to telephone for George
Vogt's ambulance at Dansville and
then hurriedly returned to where
Mrs. Wolfe lay. The injured wom-

an's condition was alarming so
Mrs. Spooner drove on down the

Mrs. English to help. When Mrs.
Spooner and Mrs. English reached
the accident scene a few minutes
later the injured woman was
dead.

Sheriff Allan A, MacDonald and
Justice William 8, Seeclye, acting
as coroner, were at the scene
shortly after the accident. Seclye
held that no inquest wag necces-
sary. .

The husband had been sum-
moned from his work at Lansing.
He did not know the accident was
fatal until he stopped at the sher-
iff's office on his way home to
learn details. He collapsed when
told of the tragedy.

Gt Indian Descent .

Mrs. Wolfe was of Indian de-
scent, She was born in Blanchard
July 19, 1916, the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. John Jackson, The
family lived at Dimondale until
the spring of 1945 when they
came to the farm ncar Dansville.
Mrs. Russell and Mr. Wolfe were
married in November of 1945.

Besides the husband and the
children, Mrs. Wolfe is survived
by the father, John Jackson, of
Millbrook, a brother, Joe Jackson,
also of Millbrook, and a sister,

Expert Stddying
Financing Needs
For City Coundil

Sewer Extensions, New Wel‘l
And Work at Disposal Plant
Considered for Bond Issues

Invited by the city council
to map out a financing plan
covering .city improvements,
George Sidwell conferred with
Mayor S. A, Morrison and the
aldermen Monday night. Sid-
well was formerly the head of
the Michigan Municipal
League. He left the league to
open a law office in Lansing.’
He specializes in city planning
and financing,

Sidwell made no recommenda-
tions to the council Monday night
beyond suggesting that a consult-
ing engineer he engaged to deter-
mine whether or not Mason needs
a new well and what kind of o
well is needed, The Lansing attor-
ney merely listed what the alder-
men and City Attorncy Walter E.
Zimmer reported as the needg of
the city. He also set down the
amount of the city's bonded debt.
At the next council meeting Octo-
ber 4 Sidwell will he back, he
promised with an answer to the
city's problem,

"That answer will likely be a
combination  general obligation
hond, revenue bond and special as-
sessment program tied in with a
hike in water rates and perhaps a
charter change to permit bonding
heyond the present limit of 5 per
cent, At least, those are some of
the things the former Munlicipal
League expert indicated Monday
night. He made it clear, however,
that he would first have to study
the entire city set-up before arriv-
ing at a decision,

Sidwell said he had been told
hy council members that the city
wants to finance a number of pub-
lic improvements,

Mayor Morrison mentioned that
between $30,000 and $40,000 is
needed to improve the sewage
treatment plant to meet atate de-
mands. Zimmer Said another $50,-
00 or $60,000 will be neceded to fi-
nance sanitary sewer extensions.
Other items suggested by the al-
dermen included storm sewer ex-
tensions, a new well, new water
mains and a new bridge on Maple
street, A new well and mains will
cost about $15,000, Alderman Ger-
ald Parsons declared.

At least $120,000 is needed, al-

dermen told Sidwell,
"City Attorney 0. J. Hood in-
formed Sidwell that by its present
charter the city is limited to bond
issues aggregating not more than
5 per cent. The city attorney said
that under, the fourth class city
act the limit could be raised to. 10
per cent, Sidwell marked that item
down on his pad, and said he
would come up with the answer
October 4.

Present indebtedness of the clty
is down to almost an all-time low,
$9,500 in disposal plant general
obligation honds, Another $2,000
will be trimmed from the debt
October-1 when a payment of prin-
cipal and interest falls due, City
Clerk George Kellogg reported.

Budget Discussed .

After Sidwell departed the coun-
cil discussed next year’s budget.
The 1948 budget was at the all-
time peak of $58,000. Items in-
cluded 31,000 toward operation of
the Hall Memorial library, $2,000
for city debt, $3,000 for street
lighting, $11,000 for fire prétec-
tion, $10,000 for street improve-
ments, $10,000 for water service,
$6,000 for sewers and $15,000 for
the contingent fund, .

Finance Committeeman Chair-
man Lee Darling told his col-
leagues that their recommenda-~
tions on next year's budget should
be submitted to him by October

Alderman Darling also said that

"he has received suggestions that

the city treasurer's salary be
raised to $500 from the present
$450 and that the clty assessor be
paid $450 instead of the present
$400.

Illness
A new operation to cure or cor-
rect mental illness has heen an-

nounced by the “Columbia - Grey-
stone  Associates: in Problems of

|| the Human Frontal Lobe” . Called

a“topeetomy, the “new ‘surgical pro-
cedure involves cutting out a sce-
tion of the front part of the brain,

Topeetomy is a refinement of
the much-discussed pre-frontal lo-
botomy operation. In lobotomy,
the fibres connecting the frontal
lobe to the rest of the brain arve
| cut. The opgration has a death
vate of about 4 per cent, and ve-
’.sults in improvement about G0 per
cent of the time. However, such
o big area ‘of the brain is discon-
nected, that other things may be
lost besides the mental illness;
and personality changes do result.

In tepectomy, surgeons cutonly
a small part of the brain, Topec-
tomy takes longer than lobotomy,
running six to eight hours, Done
by skilled neurosurgeons, however,
it has a lower death rate. Of 24
cases reported, none died; 20 im-
proved enough to permit their dis-
charge. None changed in person-
ality or intellect,

Not all psychotic patients will
benefit from the new operation,
and extensive study is required to
find out which ones can. Topec-
tomy may prove to be a great
source of informution and rescarch
on the physical aspects of mental
behavior. Topectomy patients ate
not changed overnight. It takes
them months to lose their fears
und anxieties, and the slow prop-
ress provides a step by step study
of their mental processes.

No Shot Ever Fired
From Fort Gratiot

Fort Gratlot, which once stood
at present day Port Huron, never
fired a hogtile shot but did battle
with an enecmy perhaps more cruel
than  any human  being--the
dreaded disease cholera,

Built in May, 1814, the fort,
except for one hbrief period, had
been concerned with routine mat-
ters, when in 1832 it became an
impromptu cholera hospital, ac-
cording Lo information in the
Michigan higtorical collectiong at
the University of Michigan,

At that time a number of
troops on their way to the Black
Hawk War hecame ill with chol-
era, Little could he done with
them on the &mall, over-crowded
ships In which they were bheing
trangported on the Great Lakes,
and so they were disembarked at
Iort Gratiot, ’

There were few facilities to aid
the sick men at the stockade
cither, and the fort's little ceme-
tery received more dead then
than it did in all the rest of the 65
years of its existence, The disease
naturdlly was of great concern to
iothm- persons in the territory and
ifor a time after the outbrealk had
I subsided any soldier wasg regarded
Iwith  suspicion as a  possible
‘czn'rier of the discase,

i The one other unusual episode
1in the stockade's history occurred
ahout two months after its con-

| struction when an American ex-
i pedition docked there on its way
to recover Fort Mackinac from
the British, who had captured it
July 17, 1812,

Several hundred Ohio volunteers
joined the American force at Fort
Gratiot. Included among those
who took part in the unsuccessful
attempt to recapture Fort Mack-
inuc was Capt, Charles Gratiot,
the bhuilder of the fort and the
man for whom it was named.

Capt. Gratiot had selected the
site for the fort not far from
fwhere the previous Fort St,
Joseph had been built 128 years
earlier by the Frenchman Duluth,
Michigan Historical Collections in-
formations shows.

Fort Gratiot had been con-
structed to control navigation on
Lake Huron, to protect white per-
sons in the area from Indians and
to serve ag a base, if one were
needed, for an invasion of Can-
ada, It wag used for none of these
purposes and the cholera epidemic
remained the high point in its
history.

Abandoned in 1821, the fort was
allowed to rot away. In 1828 it
was partially rebuilt when as a
matter of precaution all forts in
Great Lakes area  were
strengthened or reestablished he-
cause of unrest among the Wis-
consin Indians,- The buildings
erccted then remained until 1879
when the fort's final abandonment
took place,

The name of the fort’s huilder,
who later became chief of the
army corps of engineers, has been
perpetuated in Michigan. Gratiot
county, Gratiot townships in
Wayne and St. Clair counties, and
the Gratiot avenues in Detroit and
Port Huron are named for him,

Utility rates are golng up, if
they haven't done so already,

How much? That dependg on
the judgment of three men, mem-
bers of the Michigan Public
Service Commission, who serve as
referees {n behalf of the people to
gsee that consumer and investorl
alike get a fair deal,

We chatted recently with Stu-|
art B, White of Niles, chairman,
and his two commissioners;
Schuyler, L, Marshall of St, Johns!
and Henry L. Woolfenden of De-
troit, It was a late-summer day,
quite hot and humid. All three
men had foregone summer vaca-
tiong, and they were not any too
happy about it.

“Post-war inflation, added to
war-time Inflation, has increased
expenses of the Michigan Bell
Telephone company 137.5 per cent,
the Detroit Edison company 63.8
per cent, Michigan Consolidated
Gas company 70.6 per cent, and
the Consumers Power company
67.2 per cent,” said White, referr-
ing to a notebook.

In the Lansing State Journal
have been sgeveral feature stories
about the Barnes mansion on West
Muin at the foot of Capitol avenue,
The old brownstone castle came
into the hands of the city after
25 yearg of vacancy. Now the city
-is offering it to the state for a
governor's mansion, Few people
know that Orlando Mack Barnes
was once an Aurelius farm bay,
a Mason lawyer and county prose-
cutor,

Orlando Barnes, then 16, came
with his father from New York
state in 1840 when there were only
a few scattered clearings in the
county. The father, John, took up
land in Aurelius, and some of it is
still in the family, farmed by John
Edgar, a grandson of Del Barnes.
The Barnes school in  Aurelius,
Barnes road which extends half-
way acrosg the county and runs
in front of the Barnes farm, and
Barnes street in Mason are all
named for the pioneer Barnes
family,

After a few year§ helping his
father whittle the Barnes farm
out of the wilderness, young Or-
lando headed for the University of
Michigan, Following his gradua-
tion Orlando read law in a Mason
office and a year later wag ad-
mitted to the bar, That was in
1851, The progecutor died and the

young lawyer wag appointed to |

the vacancy the following year.
He practiced law in Mason for
many years, being rectained as
counsel for the Jackson, Lansing
and Saginaw railroad,

That’s wherc Barneg struck it
rich, He became sccretary of the
railroad, then = its land commis-
sioner. In those days the »ailroads
were given huge grants of land
for settlement. Barnes abandoned
his private practice of law in 1871
and soon built < the brownstone
mangion in Lansing, He was a
‘power in Michigan and national
politics, a combination of Frank
McKay and John Lovett., He also
served as mayor. of Lansing.

In Mason the Barnes family
lived well. Orlando bought what
wag then known as the John
Coatsworth mansion, The building
still stands as park of the Jewett
funeral home, For many years it
wag owned by Mr. and Mrs. C.
W. Browne.

Owner of Barnes Mansion in Lansing
Got His Start as a Lawyer in Mason

Word has heen coming out of
Lansing duving the past weck
telling the public that negotiations
between the state of Michigan and
the city of Lansing lave pro-
gressed to a point that the old O,
M, Barnes mansion o West Main
atreet in the capital city may be
acquired for o residence for fu-
ture governors, Just how far these
negotiationg have procecded or on
what termg the gtate is to acquire
the long-abandoned property hasg
not been made known,

Not very long hefore the poss-
ing of the late Richard Scott,
probably some time in 1848, word
reached members of the state ad-
ministrative board that Mr. Scott
would like tn sece the old Barnes
residence go to the state to he
used either for an executive resi-
dence or perhaps used hy the state
higtorical commission as a mu-
seum, Mr, Scolt had acquired the
old residence many years previous
to the time mentioned hut had
never put it to any use,

I wus delegated by my col-
leagues on the state administra-
tive board to see Mr, Scott and
discuss the matter with him. By
appointment, I went to the Scott
home one forenoon, Mr, Scott had
been very i1 and cven then all

- knew he had not long to live. He

expressed himself ag favorable to
selling the properly to the state
and smilingly agreed that the
price would not he too high. After
a cursory examinationn of ‘the
building, T returned to the capital
to report what I had learned,
Later, accompanied by others of
the administrative board, I went
more throughly over the property.
My associates were interested and
agreed the building ‘had a lot of
tradition but all of us were im-
pressed with the difficulitieg at-
tendant upon making the long un-
occupied building habitable and
equipped for modern living.

Little Pigs Stunted
By Worm Infestation

Tests Show Marked
Retarding of Growth

Scldom are farmers Inclined to
argue  with sclentists, Hvestock
speclalists and others who keep
warning that internal parasiles are
harmful to swine, Occaslonally,
‘however, a farmer will pose the
qguestion: “How much injury is
caused by worm infestation?"

The answer to that question is
provided in lests conducted by the
burecay of animal industry to de-

termine how much the growth of
pigs is retarded by roundworms
(ascarids). .

In carrying out the experiment,
the bureau used eight litter-mate
pigs cight weeks old, feeding four
of them infective roundworm eggs.
The other four, which served as
controls, received no worm eggs.

After four months all eight pigs
were weighed, killed and examined
for roundworms, None were found
in the control pigs, but the other
four harbored 109, 39, 20 and 12,
respectively. .

Growth of the four pigs that had |
roundworms at aulopsy was less
rapid than the four controls. The
pig with 109 worms weighed 8.7
pounds less than at the time it was
fed the worm eggs; its control
litter-mate gained 96 pounds.

The pig with 39 roundworms
gained only 48 per cent as much
as its conirol; the one with 20
roundworms, only 55 per cent as
much as its control, The growth
of the pig with only 12 roundworms
was not retarded very much; it
weighed nearly as much as its con-
{rol mate.

Research to Intensify
Winter in Meat Tests

PFreezing is one of the oldest ways
of preserving meat. It is also one
of the newest, the U. S, department
of agriculture points out. i

In old-time freezing there was
not much that could be done about
the process. It was a winter meth-
od depending on continued cold.
A mid-winter or early-spring thaw
might spoil a meat supply intended
to last for additional weeks or
months, This was true whether
the meat was wild game brought
in by hunters or was from domestic
animals,

Modern freezing is still so new
that there is a good deal to bhe
learned about it,

This is the purpose of an expan-
sion of studies of meat freezing and
curing made possible under the re-
search and marketing act, A first
step will be to survey freezing and
curing methods now in use. Samples
of meats typical of these methods
of preservation will be assembled
and compared for quallty and nutri-
tive value. Next, the experimenters
will try first to duplicate, then im-
prove the methods which the sur-
vey and comparison work indicate
are most effective,

The bureau of animal, industry
will have equipment that can im-
prove on even the most severe
winter weather. It will be able to
freeze meat at 100 degrees below
zero if that proves desirable.

Good Diet Is Needed
For Firm Egg Shells

Ig your flock producing eggs
with firm’ shells? Cracked or
checked eggs bring less money,
points out J, M. Moore, extension
poultryman at Michigan State
college.

The gpecialist advises that eggs
shells' can he improved by pro-
viding the birds with direct sun-
light (not through glass), In the
fall, the birds should have plenty
of fish oil or other vitamin D sup-
plement;

Calcium carbonate as found in
oyster shells and limestone must
be present with the vitamin D to
make good egg shells. Moore he-
lieves poultrymen should encour-
age birds to eat plenty of this
material, - .
