Remedzes Don’t Cure A v

Remedles so far applled to ag-
riculture don’t cure, Arthur
Mauch of Michigan State univer-
sity told Mason business men anc
farmers Tuesday night, He spoke
at the annual soil conservation
awards dinner staged by Mason
Kiwanis club.

Mauch showed no alarm over
farm subsidies, Fe pointed ous
that Industry ~and mining arc
subsldized by tariffs and business
combinés and that labor is sub
sidized by. minimum wage laws
and laws permitting unjons tc
wield ‘great economic power.
Even the newspapers and maga.
zines are subsidized by postage
rates which'do not meet costs.

“If all these other seg-
ments of our economy must
be subsidized,” Mauch said,
“then It becomes unrealistic:
to ask the farmer to stand or,
fall on a free enterprise sys-
tem,”

: '
There are 6 alternatlves for the
farm problem, Mauch'said. He
listed them as: !

“Do nothing” policy of letting
‘the problem he solved on the
open market; )
Expand the market demand;
Control  production, not in
amount of land in use but in
amount of commodity produced;
Transfer income direct to
farmer;: ‘ '
Shift people out of agriculture;
" All of the alternatives pose
problems, Mauch said.
" “In the long run, all. programs
intended to improve farm income
by raising farm prices above the
competitive market price levels,
are self-defeating economically,”
Mauch said. '

On the other hand, Mauch said,
if programs are set up to actual-
ly control. production so that it
balances market demand, farmers
and farm organizations do not
like them. For programs to he
really effective, they must con-
'trol output,

“The program that seems most
desirable to the individual farmer
will depend not only on his
knowledge of the facts but also
on his set of values," Mauch de-
clared, .. .

”How imponant 18 good m
come — or stability of income?”
Mauch -asked, “How Important is
feisure time? How important is
freedom from controls? How im-
portant are the social or political
advantage of large numbers of
farmers in a rural area? These
are all important questions each
farmer will need to consider in
choosing a farm program,”

Arthur Mauch

Answerlng those who suggest
a “do nothing" farm program,
Mauch said that would only allow
farm income to drop even more
although it would cause farm re-
sources to be used more efficient-
ly and would eliminate the costs
and other difflculties of farm
programs. .

Expanding demand does not
offer much hope of substantially
easing the farm Income problem,
either, Mauch indicated. The ex-
pected increase of 20 per cent in
per capita income in the next 10
years will expand per
spending for food only 4 or' 5 per
cent and most of this Increase
will be for services and will never
reach the farmer, Foreign coun-
tries can't be expected to buy
more because most lack purchas-
ing power and some of them are
having surplus problems of sorts,
too. Industrial uses are low-
priced and would not aid materi-
ally.

Shifting resources within agri-
culture will not solve the prob-
lem when all commodities are in
large supply.

“The trouble with shifting peo-
ple out of agriculture is that only
the poor farmers quit, The good
farmers stay in agriculture, take
over the land of the poor farmer
and produce even more.” Mauch
said,

Expansion in researcn and edu-
catioii” with special emipliasls’ on
marketing and utilization was
suggested by Mauch as an aid
in helping solve the farm prob~
lem,

He also suggested that the pos

sibility. of aiding farmers with an

adequate credit program may
have been overlooked' in farm
program planning,

Owners of Boats
Must Register

Starting Saturday, March 1,
Michigan residents using hoats or
waterceraft of any nature over 16
foet in length, and all motor-pro-
pellerd eraft tinhoard or outhoard)
regardless of length, will be re-
quired {o register their craft with
the Michigan department of state.

The new law is designed 1o help
eurh thefl, and the reckless oper-
ation of hoats, Registration of the
hoat, with the requirement that
the boat's  registration number
must he placed in 3-inch high let-
ters (painted or otherwise) on
both sides of the how of the
craft, should materially assist law
enforcement officers in tracking
down stolen hoats for return to
their owners; and should also aid
the officers in identifying violat-
ors of hoating regulations and
marine laws, The new law pro-
vides that it shall be unlawful
for any person to operate water-
eraft under the influence of in-
toxieating liquor or narcoties; or
for any person to operate a wa.
tereraft in a manner such as to
endanger the life and property of
any person,

"The registration will be applied
for on a special application form
preparved by the secretary of state
and available through the desig-
nated branch offices of the sec-
retary of state, sheriff’s depart-
ments, and marine dealers. The
registration fee is $2.00 and upon
the receipt of the registration ap-
plication and fee, the department
will process the form, return the
registration certificate and as-
sign a registration number.,

Provisions are also made in the
new law for the proper procedure
to he followed in the case of wa-
tercraft accidents, The owner of
any boat or craft operated upon
any of the waterways of Michi-
gan shall be personally respon-
sible for any damage resulting
from a wake created by negligent
operation,

The new law also makes, clear

that no watercraft shall have in|

tow, a person on water skis, wa-
ter sled, surfboard, or other
similar contrivance after dark—

that time being during the period |.

Manufacturers Make Reply
On Car Pricing Schedules

Three automobhile companies
who received letters from Con-
gressman Charles E, Chamber-
lain on car prices and taxes have
replied. HMe has heard from
American Motors, Chrysler and
Ford, He also wrote 1o Walter
Reuther, UAW president,

In his letters the sixth district
congressman  urged: Extension
for a year of the current UAW
contracts with management; a
re-evaluation of automotive price
structures hy the manufacturers;
and repeal of the automotive ox-
cise tax,

George Romney, president of
American Motors, replied, “We
have been studying the causes of
the pregent business decline inso-
far as they are ascertainahle, We
believe that - the {undamental
cause of the drop in automobile
sales is the excess concentration
of power in hoth industry and
the union. The result of this ox-
ceéss concentration has been to
force labor costs and consequent.
ly prices to such high levels that
buyers are postponing car pur-
chases.

~“Furthermore, in our opinion,
this excess concentration has re-
silted in a lack of product com-
petition with the Big Three auto-
mebile manufacturers offering
excessively bulky and costly ve-
hieles, This point of view is ex.
pressed more fully in my recent
sfatement to the cenate sub-com.
mittee on antitrust and monop-
oly.”

If some are
not gaining in weight put them in
scparate pens and feed  them
more liberally, Tt might be a good
idea to have more feed racks for
the entire flock,

If treatment hecomes neces-
sary, do it promptly. Drench af-
fected ewes with molasses’ twice
daily. The molasses is-easier to
glve if it is diluted with warm
water, Offer the: ewe chaice
feeds, too. After the 1ambs are
born, -the ewe usually recovers
if treatment was begun at first
signs of the disease.

Unusual Winter
Affects Grains

Additional moderate to heavy
rains, wet fields, and almost 2
months of below normal tempera-
tures have resulled in  limited
prow(h and kept small grains in
poor to fair condition over much
of the area, extending from Ken-
tucky and North Carolina to the
Gull, Elswhere over the country,
small grains generally continue in
good to very goo(l condition.

In the Glcdl Plains area winter
wheat has maintained earlier fav-
orahle prospeets. The abundant
soil moisture in the fall aided
germination, promoted carly de-
velopment, and helped well-rooted
plants to cover the ground with
unusually heavy growth hefore
dormancy. Subsoil moisture sup-
plies are still generally good . al-
though' surface moisture in por-
tions of the western Great Plains
needs replenishing.

Continued mild weather in the

winter wheat areas of the Pacific
Northwest has delayed dormancy

and increased the danger of pos-

sible freéze damage, The season
is 4 to 6 weeks advanced in.much
of Oregon and Washington,

Ficld preparation-and the seed-
ing of early oats is gradually get-

ting underway in Texas and OKkla- |

homa and has extended north-
ward into western and southern
KKansas. In most-areas of the Gulf
States soils are too wet for gen-
eral field work.

The weather bureau’s oullook
for the 30-day period extending
to mid-March calls for precipita-
tion to exceed normal over Lhe
northwest quarter-of the country
and also along the Gulf and South
Atlantic coasts. Subnormal
amounts are indicated in the far
southwest and also in the regipn
of the Great Lakes. In unspecified
areas near normal is predicted.

Hay Dryer Not
Total Answer

A barn dryer won't solve all
the dairyman's forage problems,
especially when he's planning to
add cows to the herd.

About 90 to 100 {ons is all
the forage the average barn dry-
ing system can liandle. The exact
Himit depends on area in the barn
and fan power that's available,

That's why Boh White, agricul-
tural engineer at Michigan State
university, believes that as the
herd size is increased, dairymen
should consider ~a  combination
dried hay and silage program,

All the hay needed for a larg:
er herd can notl be handled in the
typical .drying system,

Additional hay can  be field-
cured, But the farmer would run
the risk of obtaining poor quality
hay because of the weather,

A farmer using a heavy hay

and light silage program going
from a 40 to a 60 cow milking
herd plus dry stock and heifers,
would need 160 tons of hay and
210 tons of silage, With the 40-
cow herd, he gof by with 107 tons
ol hay and 160 tons of silage,
But the barn dryer could not
handle the added tonnage of hay.
If the [feeding program were
changed 1o moderate hay and
moderate silage, 120 tons of hay
plus 360 {ons of silage would he
needed to feed the herd, A dry-
ing system could probably handle
the 120 tons of hay.
Problems of silage stordge and
handling would have 1o bhe
worked out. But machinery can
handle most of the silage feed-
ing.

The department has received
several inquiries regarding steps
necessary fo handle - predator
problems if hounties are dropped
by the staie legislature,

Robson explained that the 8
trapper-instructors  spend  less
than 2% of their time handling
complaints of damage caused by
bountied animals, Most of the
{rouble results from predation by
protected game and furbearing
animals.

The raccoon, a protected fur-
bearer, usually is the leading cul-
prit-—causing more damage and
predation than any other animal.
Other protected species causing
damage to farm crops, livestock
or poultry include beaver, deer,
hear, opossums, skunks, mink,
weasels and woodchucks.

The hill as it passed to the
house requires all state and local
governing bodies, hoards and com-
missions, to hold public meetings.

Tt permits “executive sessions”
while publie officials iron out
“delicate”  questions in private,
but requires that all final deci-
sions be made in public,

Price fixing on milk js all
but dead for the 1958 session

Once a major question, it has

Ambassadors Seek Industry
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‘Consfitufionql Revision

“Under Michigan's constitution the people are c_al]ed
upon-every 16 years to vote upon the question of calling a
convention to revise the constitution. The last revision
was in 1908,

Although anything huilt in 1908 now seems old style,

. really as constitutions go a 1908 model is comparatively

“new. The U. S. constitution was adopted in 1787, the Mag-
na Carta in 1215, the Mosaic laws in 1450 B. C,

. Michigan has a sound constitution in most respects.
Actually the constitution is sound in all respects. The un-
soundness has come about with amendments adopted since
1930. There is no reason to helieve that the unsoundness in
the amendments wouldn't be perpetuated by any constitu-
tional convention called for next year.

There is the 15-mill tax limitation. That was supported
to cut taxes. It actually raised taxes for 909 of the peo-
ple in Michigan. It cut property taxes only in rural areas
‘but what was saved there was more than made up hy im-
position of the sales tax. In cities the 15-mill limitation
never reduced the property tax and the sales tax, intangibles
tax, business receipts tax and many other onerous taxes
have all been added, -

- ~Even worse, the people were propagandized to write
sales tax diversion into the constitution.  That resulted in
surrendering what little local governmental responsibility
there was left to the state. There went local responsibility
for maintaining schools. There went local responsibility for
financing township government,

Civil service? That was written into the constitution
as an amendment. That permits men and women who
should:be public servants to hecome public masters. That
amendment now costs the people of the state of Michigan
a million dollars a year merely to give tenure and fix high
wages for state employes.

There is little possibility that a constitution approved
by a convention this year or next would omit these pro-
visions. If they were omitted there is little likelihood 1hat
the special interests now so well served by the amendments
would permit adoption of the constitution submitted.

A constitutional convention would result in a huge cry
and little wool, We'd end up with something about as bhad
as we now have and it could he worse.

We have demonstrated by our adoption of amendments
since 1930 that we lack competence to deal with the runda-
mentals which a constitution should contain, and should
only contain, We have been writing legislation into the con-
stitution. There is every reason to believe that a convention
called now to revise the constitution would include even
more matters which should be legislative instead of con-
stitutional. The people making the biggest noise for a con-
stitutional convention are those with pet legislation in view.

- Yes, that's the negative view of constitutional revision,
What about the positive?

The positive approach would be to single out some of
the amendments which have led us to the mess we're in and
vote them out of the constitution one by one. That would
not call for any " constitutional - convention —merely con-
stitutional correction,

?0“11 lﬁadel‘s and club members have a fraternal enthusiasm
for 4-H.

. It isn't that urban youth leaders don't see the benefits
of 4-H"work. They do. But because the projects built
around farm animals, gardening and farming don’t lend

- themselves to small apartments and hot conerete, city 4-H
clubs just don’t work.

Next week is 4-H club week. And hecause this organi-
zation still plugs the essential American values accenting
Head, Heart, Hands and Health, we can do no less than
support 4-H in every way.

The army's carth-circling Ex-
plorer, in purpose and in name,
carries on a dazzling tradition of
conguering the high unknown,

The name of the first American
satellite, launched by rocket from
Cape Canaveral, FPFlorida, was
chosen by President Eisenhower
from a list of suggestions sub-
mitted by the army.

His selection was fitting, The
satellite’s historic antecedents—in
name — were high-altitude re-
search craft associated with the
United States military,

In the mid-1930's, the army
nir corps and the Nafional
.Geographic  Society  joined
forces to send instruments
and observers to the fop of
the earth’s atmosphere,

~ Explorer I, a huge balloon in-
flated with hydrogen, rose ahove
. the Black Hills of South Dakota
on July 28, 1934, with Captain
Albert. W, Stevens, Captain Orvil
A. Anderson, and Major William
E. Kepner. The vehicle reached
G0,613 feet before a sudden rip
‘brought it down,

. On Armistice Day, 1935, Ex-
plorer IT lifted gently from the
Stratobow! necar Rapid City, S,
Dakota, Cramped in a gondola
heneath the biggest balloon ever
built, Stevens and  Anderson
soared to a record-shattering
height of 72,395 feel.

For an hour and 40 minutes
they dangled more than 13 miles
above the earth—higher than man
had ever risen before,

Millions of Americans huddled
about radios, listening 1o the
faint voices of the 2 men, just as
present-day observers have main.
tained an alert for radio signals
of the Russian and JAmerican
satellites.

Explorer IT carried a ton of
scientific instruments and
brought back unparalleled data.
It added to knowledge of cosmic

rays; of ozone in the upper air;
of light, chemical, and elecirical
conditions there; of living spores
above 70,000 feetl; and of radio
transmission from extremely high
altitudes.

General H, H. Arnold wrote,
before his death in 1950, that the
flight “hore {ruit in World War
IT far in advance of what was
imagined (o be the results at the
time,”

Explorer Il's alfitude rec-
ord for manned balloons re-
nmitined  unbroken for 21
years, In 1956 and 1957, air-
men went higher in both bal.
loons and rocket planes.

Another namesake, Explorer
I1I, is destined for another daring
experiment but s still untried.
Two air force parachutists plan
to take the new balloon 90,000
feet or higher and jump—to test
the survival of flyers forced to
eject from rocket planes. |
