A pine tree stands outside one of the doors of Holt High 
School. It has reached its twenty-eighth year, having been 
planted in 1930 by Robert C. Shaft, then a member of the 
graduating class of Holt school. 

At the time this pine was planted, there was another pine 
tree in the town of Holt . Standing lone, was that pine, and 
stark, in the corner of a field. Long it had stood there, and 
in its magnificence, represented much to the people of 
Holt, and treasured it was by them. 

Dr. Shaft, in 1930 , wrote to that pine a poem. Wrote it 
to the ancient pine, and also to one of Holt School's great 
ladies. It appeared in the 1930 edition of the "Lone Pine," 
and we wish to print it once more here, in the 1958 "Ram ­
pages," in memory of our pine, and of one of our great 
ladies, Josephine Smith. 

The Lone Pine 

Down on the corner, not far from here 
Stands a tree, rugged and tall , 
A tree that has stood for a hundred year 
A tree th at is known to all. 
A symbol of age is the pine, 
Age growing wise as it grows old; 
A symbol of strength, defying time, 
Strength th at size does not make bold; 
Such is the Lone Pine 

Across the town the old tree looks 
To where the pupils with their books, 
Hasten to school. 
So it has done for many years 
And watched the passi ng without te ars; 
So it has seen the school evolve, 
Born from the heart of the old pioneer, 
Born from his labor and strong resolve, 
The learning he cherished so dear. 

Now sees the pine in the present school 
The pioneer's drea1n come true. 
It sees also, among the teachers there , 
A l ady stately, with greying hair , 
Who, like the knights in days of old, 
Gave all she had for a heart of gold, 
And the love of her pupils received in pay . 
That is what the Lone Pine saw, 
And it stands there to this day.
