Experiments already are under
way with a mobile television sys-
tem capable of transmitting pic-
tures from relatively remote field
activities to nulitary classrooms.
Television 1s bemy used n nstruc-
tion at the Army’ Signal School at
Fort Monmouth, Nex Jersey.

Use of TV cameras to put field
generals in constant to wh with their

Science's latest ~ontitbutwon to the
field of communications 15 bemng
studied diligently by the Army Sig-
nal Corps. Technicians arve being
trained through actual use of the
eye-ear medium as well as from the
most up-to-date engineering man-
uals on the subject.

There are no immediate plans for
tactical use of television but prepa-
rations are being made for an ex-
pansion of both its facilities and
techniques.

The Signal Corps’ new mobile tele-
vision system is described by elec-
tronics engineers as one of the most
complete stations ever mounted on
wheels. Operation of the station is
intended to stimulate tactical uses
of TV.

Housed in four special, 31-foot
buses, the mobile station's equip-
ment consists of three field vV
cameras, 10 porlable rececivers, a
large, life-size screen projector, 1n-
ter-communication radio factlities,
power units and complete micro-
wave transmitting, monitoring and
recelving equipment.

Present plans for the mobile vV
statlon do not call for direct tele-
vision broadcasting. Programs, how-
ever, will be “piped’ from the field
to military classrooms or lo a
broadcasting station via both micro-
wave radio and co-axial cable.

Man is Returned to Prison
For Life at Own Request

WINONA. Miss.—Samuel Mc-
Clure Walker, after ninc years
of {reedom, Is going back to
prison to finish out a life sen-
tence—at his own request.

Walker was convicted of mur-
der in 1933 and sentenced to life
imprisonment. He became a
model prisoner and also aided
greatly in the capture of an es-
caped prisoner. In 1942, he was
granted a temporary suspension
of sentence and returned to his
home.

Recently he wrote Gov. I'ield-
ing Wright: *'I have become ad-
dicted to alcohol. When drinking
I am not responsible for my ac-
tions. I fear I may commit some
act that would make me danger-
ous to myself or others.”

Governor Wright vevoked the
suspension.

CHICAGO—The United Stales is
the healthiest large nation in the
world, and close to, if not ahead of,
the healthiest of the small nations,

An article written by Frank G.
Dickinson, Ph.D., director of the
Bureau of Medical IEconomic Re-
search of the A.M.A,, states that
s'our rate of health progress, as
shown by increasing life cxpect.
ancy. is also greater than that of
the other large nations and nearly
all of the small nations, Our rapid
adoption of the knowledge that
medical sclence has gained makes
this possible.”

The extent of our medical facill-
ties is also a factor in this progress,
the article reported.

“We have the greatest number of
physicians per 100,000 population of
any nation in the world cxcept
Palestine, where many of the refu-
gee physicians do not make their
living by practicing medicine,”” Dr.
Dickinson wrote.

tAlthough we have chosen to
spend only four cents in every dol-
lar of our family budget for medi-
cal care, we seem (o use our ex-
penditures rather well.”

Dr. Dickinson pointed out that al-
though in Sweden only one-fifth of
all births are attended by physicians
there is an extremely low maternal
mortality rate. However, he noted
that Swedish persons live longer in
Minnesota than in Sweden.

The former fact shows, the article
concluded, *‘that physioclogical and
environmental differences are im-
portant as well as differences in
medical facilities. Yet, with the co-
operation of engineering and other
professions, medicine has produced
remarkable health progress in the
United States.”
